Cet article entend mettre en lumiére une lecture de Roland Barthes par la
réflexion de Maurice Merleau-Ponty sur le corps, ce qui aura pour effet de
déplacer la vision du corps d'un lieu philosophique a un espace culturel.

Au sein de la recherche de la vérité, Merleau-Ponty fait du corps un lieu
décisif d’interrogation. Les questions du corps, du langage, du sujet et de la
réflexion préoccupent le philosophe tout au long de son parcours qui traverse
aussi la linguistique et la psychologie et s'achemine avec la priorité accordée a
I'expression et a la chair. Chez le phénoménologue Merleau-Ponty, le corps
constitue au départ un étre au monde et au terme un étre du monde. Chez
l'auteur, sémiologue, structuraliste, philosophe de la culture, moraliste et
pédagogue Barthes, ou le corps, le langage, le sujet et I'écriture forment sa
thématique principale, le corps apparait vraiment comme un étre au texte.
Selon Eric Marty, ce qui lie Barthes & Merleau-Ponty, malgré toute différence
évidente, c’est surtout qu’ « il ne s’agit plus d’abolir le savoir objectif mais de
suspendre en quelque sorte ce savoir du coté du sujet de la connaissance :
neutraliser la polarité entre objet et sujet de la connaissance et demeurer au
contact de I’ “irréfléchi” »* Nous considérons que chez les deux penseurs cette
neutralisation s’enracine dans I'image du corps et s’exprime par le langage pour
le corps.

En dépit de ses nombreuses influences?, Merleau-Ponty inaugurera un
nouveau style philosophique. Dans Le visible et l'invisible et dans d’autres
textes des années 1950, il fera méme de la réflexion, connue comme Ia
« réflexion charnelle », la structure fondamentale de I'étre. Dans ce cadre, le
corps, catégorie fondement, est sujet d'une vision (ou d’'un toucher) ; or, le
corps est aussi un objet dans le processus du contact avec le monde. Ainsi, le
corps acquiert un statut ambigu et simultanément une structure oppositive,
comme était déja l'antithése classique entre l'extériorité du corps-objet et
l'intériorité de 'dme-sujet. La pensée du philosophe trouve ici son origine, sa
continuité et son objectif : dépasser le dualisme au profit de la fameuse « unité
différenciée ».

La structure du comportement (1942), faisant appel a la « Nouvelle
Psychologie » (Gestalt-théorie) avec le terme du « corps phénoménal » ou
« corps propre » (« corps vécu », « corps animé ») qui se distingue du « corps
objectif », montre déja la tendance de Merleau-Ponty au dépassement des
oppositions. Or, la premiére solution importante vient au cours de la
Phénoménologie de la perception (1945). Ici, le « corps phénoménal est le corps
percevant, le corps qui s’apparait a lui-méme en faisant apparaitre le monde »*;
c’est donc le « corps sujet », c’est-a-dire le « corps pour moi », alors que le
« corps objectif » est le « corps pour autrui ». Cependant ce corps enveloppe
aussi le « corps objectif », étant donnée sa provenance de plusieurs régions de
I'étre et de son appartenance au niveau de la praxis de I'étre. C'est le « corps

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saisi en action »*, dont l'image-acte donne Barthes a travers les quatre-vingt
figures des Fragments d’'un discours amoureux. Pour l'auteur le corps n’est pas
un seul, mais une réalité plurielle, oli s’entrecroisent toutes les étapes et tous
les humeurs de 'existence. C'est le corps de la maladie de Roland Barthes par
Roland Barthes, pas loin du « corps morcelé » lacanien, c’est le corps de la mort
configurée par la disparition de la mere dans La Chambre claire, c’est le corps
du désir dans Sade, Fourier, Loyola et le corps de 'amour dans Sur Racine qui
préfigure le corps de 'amoureux des Fragments. L’'Empire de signes présente le
corps en déplacement. Le Systeme de la mode décrit le corps du domaine
vestimentaire et les Mythologies touchent le corps du domaine alimentaire.
L’homme vit le corps grace a ses sens, dont 'unité ouverte décrit le philosophe
avec le « schéma corporel » et I’ « arc intentionnel » ; c’est le corps qui connait
et opére la disposition et la transposition des sens dans l'espace, auquel
personne n’est introduit que par son corps. Par le corps je suis présent a
I'espace et au temps puisqu’ « il habite I'espace et le temps » >, é crit Merleau-
Ponty. Chez Barthes, « écrire le corps », c’est 'écrire dans sa totalité, c’est-a-
dire « ni la peau, ni les muscles, ni les os, ni les nerfs, mais le reste : un ca
balourd »® mais c’est aussi I'écrire dans ses manifestations essentielles, comme
le « grain de la voix » et le regard « qui retient vers le dedans son amour et sa
peur »'. Si donc le corps photographié est vu étincelant dans son message sans
code, le corps écrit est saisi mouvant dans ses codes du dedans et du dehors.
Cela contient une partie de situation qui renvoie, toutes proportions gardées, a
la «spatialité » merleau-pontienne recherchée a la « profondeur» de
I'expérience esthétique et englobant toute dimensionnalité, ainsi qu'une partie
de mouvement qui renvoie a son tour a la « motricité » recherchée a I'apport
psychologique et désignant l'inachévement. Puisque « inaccomplissement »
signifie « vie », le plus haut point de I'échelle du corps chez Merleau-Ponty
demeure, dans 'ouvrage de 1945, la construction du sens et la transcendance
entre le «corps pour soi» et le «corps pour autrui». Dans l'écriture
barthésienne, le corps de l'autre est toujours une image pour moi et mon corps
toujours une image pour l'autre; de plus, mon corps est pour moi-méme
I'image que je crois que l'autre a de ce corps. Le corps comme image sy
accomplit donc par la transcendance dans un mouvement de constitution et de
dépassement de I'image de l'autre, ensuite de sa propre image et finalement, de
son propre ego. De cette image du corps résulte le role médiateur du corps
entre le moi et ses plusieurs feuilles, entre le moi et I'autre et par conséquent
entre le moi et le monde.

A partir de Signes merleau-pontiens (1960), le corps cesse d’étre un
simple médiateur et devient le lieu méme ou la distinction entre le sujet et

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I'objet est « brouillée » ; désormais, «le corps est sujet-objet »®. Aprés la
premieére solution de la Phénoménologie de la perception, ici commence la
problématique critique du Visible et I'invisible (1964) ot le philosophe passe de
la phénoménologie a I'ontologie en donnant la solution finale. La « Chair ».
Alors qu’il emprunte cette notion au Leib du lexique husserlien (Ideen II),
Merleau-Ponty «rompt » avec elle telle qu'elle la congoit le philosophe
allemand. La « chair » merleau-pontienne désigne d’abord I'entre les deux, qui
est alors impensable et impensé : seulement « pensable par elle-méme »°. Ainsi
la «chair» ne peut obéir a aucune détermination: ni objet matériel, ni
universel englobant, ni I'un, ni 'autre et simultanément I'un et l'autre. Elle est
de l'ordre des « éléments », comme les quatre éléments naturels de la pensée
présocratique. C'est une « chose générale », une « notion derniére »°, de rang
ontologique. Son essence et ses caractéristiques, le « chiasme» (la
« réversibilité »), qui signifie I'identité par opposition, et la « motricité », qui
incarne le mouvement, font de la « chair » le lieu de dissolution de I'objet et du
sujet. C'est exactement ce lieu que vise Barthes essayant de saisir le phénomeéne
du sentiment amoureux ; entre le sujet amoureux et le sujet aimé, ainsi que
dans une intériorisation extréme entre l'apparaitre de la chose et ma
perception, se développe un « chiasme », une union. « Cette union serait sans
limites, non par I'ampleur de son expansion, mais par l'indifférence de ses
permutations »", affirme-t-il. Pour I'écrivain, c’est un espace construit dans
I'imaginaire charnel et raconté dans un récit d’histoire d’amour; pour le
philosophe, c’est un lieu fondé sur I'échange de données sensibles, par lequel
« est pensé le fait du sensible en général qui est la possibilité de tout fait ».
Ainsi s’ouvre « le champ pour une “intercorporéité” »3. L’étre devient un étre
« intercorporel ». La co-naissance des corps améne donc a la communication
intersubjective, dont la base chez Merleau-Ponty est «la communication des
corps dans la strate de 'existence anonyme ou pré-personnelle »'.

La notion d’intersubjectivité, structure intentionnelle qui se présente
alors comme un « existential », contient de facon naturelle la question du sujet.
Le sujet, décrit depuis I'« expérience », s’'inscrit désormais, selon Sicheére, « dans
un corps ou un autre sujet, un autre concept du sujet »". Le sujet barthésien est
dispersé et inconstitué ; « dédoublé parvient parfois a signer son imaginaire »*,
écrit Barthes. Certains de ses ouvrages témoignent d'une triple déconstruction
du sujet, « au niveau de la stabilité, de la centralité et de l'origine »7. Ainsi,

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I'auteur recherche une nouvelle subjectivité. Il souligne : « aujourd’hui, le sujet
se prend ailleurs, et la “subjectivité” peut revenir a une autre place de la
spirale »®, Barthes trouve donc la forme de cette subjectivité nouvelle ou plutot
renouvelée a sa privilégiée écriture fragmentaire, qui unit le continu au
discontinu et correspond a une véritable « mise en abyme » de la suspension du
sujet. Le contenu, l'auteur le trouve a son propre corps, a son intimité et
d’ailleurs les ceuvres de sa derniére période de travail (Fragments, Legon,
Sollers  écrivain, La Chambre claire) renvoient a wun « espace
autobiographique ». «Je forme en moi l'utopie d'un sujet soustrait au
refoulement : je suis déja ce sujet »9, avoue-t-il. Barthes, esprit critique et
théorique, ne néglige pas d’offrir sa contribution théorique a la définition de ce
sujet avec la notion d'«air». Il explique: « lair n’est pas un donné
schématique, intellectuel, comme I'est une silhouette. Non, l'air est cette chose
exorbitante qui induit du corps a 'dme-animula, petite dme individuelle, bonne
chez I'un, mauvaise chez l'autre »*°. L'« air » assure et exprime tant I'unité que
la différence de la personne. Il marque alors la fameuse « différence infinie »,
c’est-a-dire la force qui fait la particularité de chacun dans la communauté
humaine. Ainsi émerge le «je» du sujet barthésien, qui dépasse le néant
sartrien et renverse lillusion moderniste : paradoxalement, grace a toute
suspension, le «je » existe et grace a sa déconstruction par la modernité, il
retrouve la liberté d’énonciation de son existence. En revanche, le «je » du
sujet merleau-pontien, tout en existant, ne définit pas son existence dans un
processus de spécificité, mais dans un processus d’identification. « Je souffre la-
bas par identification. Je suis eux »?, écrit le philosophe. De cette facon, son
«je », « Cest personne, c’est 'anonyme »>2. Pourtant ces deux « je », ces deux
sujets, partagent une espece de finalité commune. Le sujet de Merleau-Ponty se
dissout dans le monde, défini comme « unité primordiale de toutes nos
expériences a I'horizon de notre vie et terme unique de tous nos projets, la
patrie de toute rationalité »» et le sujet de Barthes, perdu dans le texte, « s’y
défait telle une araignée »*4 dans Décriture, terre de toute généralité
symbolique.

Mais que signifie « texte » ? « Texte veut dire tissu »*. C’est une texture,
grosso modo, comme la « chair ». « Toute pensée de nous connue advient a une
chair »%%, déclare Merleau-Ponty. L'image que le texte produit est « celle d’'une
forme naturelle, imprégnée de sens, comme si le sens n’était que le prédicat
ultérieur d'un corps premier »*7, affirme Barthes. « Le texte est une sémiosis »2%,

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continue-t-il, « c’est une pratique signifiante »29. N'oublions pas que le corps est
pensé chez Merleau-Ponty comme un « noyau significatif »3°. Barthes lie ainsi la
signifiance du texte et la théorie du texte avec la pratique de I'écriture, qui est
avant tout, une pratique corporelle. Susan Sontag remarque que chez l'auteur,
« toute idée tend une main »3'. Dans la méme perspective que le corps, le texte
est aussi un pluriel. L'interpréter alors, « c’est apprécier de quel pluriel il est
fait »32. La mise en valeur de ce pluriel symbolique, met en scéne « le grain du
désir, la revendication du corps : C’est alors le Texte, la théorie du Texte »33,
note Barthes. De cette facon, le texte est senti comme un lieu de déplacement :
« C’est un volume de traces en déplacement »34 ; encore d’avantage, comme un
topos de déplacement de l'existence : « le texte scriptible c’est nous en train
d’écrire »3. Par conséquent, c’est notre corps, qui n'est pas seulement « le
véhicule de I'étre au monde »3°, selon Merleau-Ponty, mais aussi le mouvement
dans un espace créé et dans un temps perpétuellement présent. Ce point de vue
contient également la sensation d'une ouverture radicale : le texte ressemble a
un ensemble de réseaux multiples. Cet espace de possibles n’est pas sans
rappeler la « chair du monde » - nommée aussi chair, mais pas sentie comme
ma chair - de la réflexion merleau-pontienne, puisque elle est « prégnance de
possibles, Weltmoglichkeit (les mondes possibles, variantes de ce monde-
ci) »¥7. Ainsi, comme le corps est un pli, un lieu de dialogue3?, le texte constitue
aussi un creux, un espace d’échange. Barthes considere que dans cet espace est
impliqué un temps spécial : « le moment ot mon corps va suivre ses propres
idées », c’est-a-dire, « le plaisir du texte »39. Dans Sade, Fourier, Loyola, avec
I'émergence du discours sensuel de Fourier et le lien entre désir et écriture chez
Sade, lauteur entreprend délicatessement une érotique textuelle et
simultanément une rhétorique hédoniste, dont le maitre-mot sera le « plaisir ».
Notion qui releve du vocabulaire voluptueux, le plaisir constitue une vertu
équivalente a I'époché phénoménologique, entendue comme mise en
parenthéses du moi empirique ; sa fonction de conversion de la valeur dite
« signifiée » dote la notion d’'une portée sociale et culturelle. Le plaisir marque
le moment ou le corps humain est ému dans la rencontre avec le texte. Il est
évident donc que le rapport tant de 'auteur que du lecteur avec le texte, est
charnel. Aussi provocateur que cela semble, le texte est un « flirt ». Cest un
espace de jeu qui détermine ses dimensions a travers de termes sensuels et
revendique l'intersubjectivité absolue. L’auteur, en écrivant le texte, ressent le
désir ; le lecteur, en lisant le texte, ressent le plaisir. Chacun avec son corps.

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L’écrivain, souligne Barthes, « n’est pas une personne, c’est un corps »4°; de la
méme maniere, le lecteur est attendu comme un « corps futur »#; enfin ou
d’abord, l'écriture, qui matérialise ces deux corps dans le texte, se présente
aussi comme un corps. C’est le corps donc, mot-mana chez Barthes, qui donne
sens aux mots, aux objets culturels ; en d’autres termes, la production du sens
se réalise « sensuellement ». En se référant au corps certain des érudits arabes,
l'auteur s’interroge : «le texte a une forme humaine, c’est une figure, un
anagramme du corps ? » Et il répond : « oui, mais de notre corps érotique »42.
Nous nous sentons encore une approche donc : le texte est un corps. Au fond,
la littérature conquiert une forme humaine.

A travers ce qui est un espace expressif 3, selon Merleau-Ponty, le désir
barthésien parvient a I'expression langagiére. Le corps stylise et I'écriture de
Barthes est fortement marquée par un « style gestuel », comme le dirait
Merleau-Ponty, qui traduit le tangible en touchant, le visible en voyant, le
sensible en sentant. Ainsi, dans le « Combat des Images» Barthes
« corporalise » le texte ; parallelement, dans la «pugna verborum »#4,
il « littéralise » le corps. Pour lui, le langage constitue le lieu d’engagement de
I'écrivain. L'auteur croit en un langage « neuf » pour découvrir I'univers pluriel
de l'ceuvre littéraire ; le philosophe considére que la vérité ne peut pas étre
atteinte sans « la conversion du langage »%5. Barthes concoit le langage comme
« tapissé de peau», jusquau point ou nos sens adviennent a la « chair
profonde »4® et Merleau-Ponty analyse les notions complémentaires de chair du
langage et d’existence presque charnelle de lI'idée. Le langage barthésien est
charnel et dans la réflexion merleau-pontienne le langage se fonde sur la
généralité charnelle.

Etant donnée lintersubjectivité, constituée avant la parole qui s’y
projette dans la culture, le langage acquiert la dimension d’'un objet culturel
chez Merleau-Ponty. Positionnant I'échange primordial et '’horizon latent de
toute expérience, le corps y devient un lieu pas seulement philosophique, mais
aussi social et culturel.

Dans la pratique littéraire de Barthes, le langage corporel fait que le
corps réactive les objets culturels, au moment ou I'écriture corporelle fait que
le corps s’identifie au tissage méme du texte littéraire. De plus, les deux
personnalités qui « créent » 'ceuvre, auteur et lecteur, sont des personnalités
corporelles. De cette facon, le corps s’intégre a la dimension de la création ainsi
qu’a la dimension de la réception de 'ceuvre ; et les dimensions définissent un

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Introduction

In cultural and social history, the fin-de-siécle provides one of the most
fascinating periods of transition. The sense of an ending in late 19™-century
Europe was especially acute. At the same time, however, the growing
aspirations of newly emerging nations, embodied not only by their intellectual
elites and a rising middle class but also by the working proletariat and
peasantry create a climate of intense social mobility and psychological inquiry.
These processes were echoed by literary texts, poetry and art, music and
popular culture, fashion, and the press.

The late 19™ and early 20™ c. retained the Janus-faced character for the
Latvian culture. On the one hand, during the turn-of-the-century decades the
continuation of 19t"-century trends of national mobilization leading towards
the consolidation of the set of national values was still topical; on the other,
there was a gradual turn towards modernist aesthetics. Pascale Casanova in The
World Republic of Letters points toward the fact that only well-developed
societies can allow for and appreciate literature and art which has no clear-cut
practical purpose. Fin-de-siécle Latvian culture finds itself at a crossroads where
it still anxiously participates in national and social debates while at the same
time recognizing the importance of aesthetic innovation. This is a fascinating
blend that has regional as well as historical affinities and explanations.

The turn-of-the-century is the first period in history when the cultural
scene in Latvia becomes contemporary and in tune with the rest of Europe.
Even if in the newspapers and magazines of the mid-189os we still find images
which portray Latvian society as mostly learning and acquiring the knowledge
previously gathered by other, more advanced nations, this scenery changes
rather quickly during that same decade. Latvian writers and artists not only
delve deeply into the European cultural heritage but observe new cultural and
social trends. To this experience they add an investigation of daily life
unfolding before their eyes; at the same time, they also attempt to immerse
themselves in the study of their inner selves. Using innovative poetic means the
personality of the author cuts through the realistic surface of reality and helps
to provide an in-depth representation of lived experience which corresponds to
artistic trends elsewhere in Europe.

The simultaneous understanding of an intellectual’s peripheral position
in the Baltic littoral together with an intense feeling of catching-up with
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contemporary trends adds a special flair to culture. On the one hand, turn-of-
the-century feelings point toward decadence and skepticism, tiredness and
degeneration, an unprecedented rise of popular and mass culture as well as
bitter irony toward it, a crisis of traditional values linked to nineteenth-century
imperialism and nation-building, and criticism of its less attractive aftermath of
canonizing exclusiveness and patriarchal order. Having been present and
explored on the European cultural scene for some time these topics become
new and hotly contested issues of representation and discussion in Latvia
during the turn of the century. Concurrently, however, there are other
important issues at stake, directly linked to the social transformation of society
and involving the rise of social mobility, the awareness of class differences as
well as the problem of emancipation.

The first set of themes is more clearly represented by a certain
aestheticism and the changing life styles of the bohemian intellectual elites of
the late 19™" and early 20" century. The economic and political contexts are in
turn dealt with from the perspective of realism and naturalism explored by
socially engaged writers. Nevertheless, in the case of Latvian culture it is not
especially productive to try to separate diverse poetic approaches, or to
distinguish between clear-cut aesthetic styles. The historical contexts provide
an extremely fascinating blend of different modes of representation all of which
contribute substantially to the rise of modern Latvian culture. These processes
are therefore most productively tackled by interpreting various aesthetic
innovations in literature and culture as a set of issues set into motion by social
transformation and change. It is through both theoretical generalizations and
close-up observations that the entire appeal of the fin-de-siécle comes to light
and invites further inquiries.

The role of translations in shaping fin-de-siecle Latvian literature
Literary translations in the context of world literature

The concept of world literature is traditionally applied to the process in which
literary texts cross national borders through translation, being and becoming
available in major languages, thus gaining recognition on a larger scale as a
desired added value. For small literatures, translations into major languages
become one of the principal markers in their attempts to ‘catch up’ with other
cultures while concomitantly trying to overcome their supposed marginality
and ‘belated modernity’ caused by their belonging to areas labelled as ‘semi-
peripheral’ on the world literary map.

However, the idea of world literature can be substantially extended by
delving into the process of how literary texts of so-called large cultures are
modified and provided with new meanings through their translation and
reception. Most importantly, in the process of domestication of foreign texts
smaller cultures create specific and dynamic literary systems which, enriched
by their own contribution, best respond to the preferences and needs of a
particular society. The dominating trends of the long 19th century are
productive for such an investigation as they reveal very complex paths toward
the discovery of a new literary potential by an emerging culture.
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To trace these issues, I explore different patterns of literary translations
into Latvian focusing on a discussion of the situation during the fin de siécle,
when Latvian culture experiences a booming development, stimulated by social
mobility, economic transformations, the rise of periodicals, widespread
discussions on literary matters, and a significant improvement in terms of the
quantity and quality of translations.

Through my analysis, I make the case for the importance of small
literatures in stimulating the diversity of world literature not only through their
own direct contributions but also in ways that provide new contexts for the
reception of a variety of translated texts. Following in the footsteps of Edward
Said’s concept of ‘traveling theories,’ it is possible to think in terms of ‘traveling
literatures’ that broaden the traditional idea of world literature through
provincializing it.

Fin-de-siécle translations into Latvian

A significant turning point was the marked by the first literary periodicals that
started in the 1880s. They not only stimulated the creation of new texts, but
also served as avenues for literary discussions on the topical issues of the late
nineteenth century.

It is fascinating to trace the growing number of translations from
European literatures as well as the contexts in which these efforts were
published. Once again, following the pattern already introduced by the first
translations of Johann Wolfgang Goethe and Friedrich Schiller in the early 19th
century, there was the practice of several translations of one and the same text
of major literary quality being provided. However, matching the significant
transformations in the literary field as well as the growing demands of readers,
these parallel translations, accomplished by principal literary figures of the
time, Radolfs Blaumanis, Rainis, Aspazija, Janis Poruks and others, signal the
growing complexity of literary communication. On the one hand, they are to be
seen as a mutual intellectual challenge stimulating the new generation of
Latvian writers, while, on the other, their renderings of world literature try to
reach much broader public circles than envisaged, or expected earlier. The
Latvian readers of the late 19th century were keen to appreciate the aesthetic
quality of German authors, while also evaluating the relevance of their ideas in
contemporary society.

Remarkable in this context is also the multicultural nature of Latvian
literature of the period. All major literary figures mentioned above were fluent
in German, they exchanged letters and wrote some of their early texts in the
German language. The most characteristic case was possibly that of Blaumanis,
who started his literary career writing in German and later kept the practice of
translating his principal works from one language into another, thus enlarging
the scope of the potential readership even though the German language
versions of his texts reached international audiences only much later.
Nevertheless, Blaumanis’s literary output manifestly testifies to the
multicultural environment in which he and his contemporaries were living and
points to the diverse readership the authors were eager to address.

A major step toward appropriating elite literature for the Latvian readers
was made with the publication in 1897 of the widely discussed translation of
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Goethe’s Faust by Rainis and Aspazija. The corresponding debates raised an
issue as to whether the Latvians are ready to understand such complex works of
art. In the context of the time, these discussions obviously pointed to the
necessity of the reception of world literature as a contribution not only to the
intellectual capacity, but also to the aesthetic refinement of Latvian society.
Rainis himself later made good use of the knowledge that he acquired by
translating poetry and dramas of Goethe, Schiller, and other major authors in
creating texts that follow established literary models, while at the same time
challenging the expectations of his readers, often portraying the protagonists of
his plays against the backdrop of world-scale conflicts. Characteristic in this
regard is the biblical plot of his tragedy Jazeps un vina brali (Joseph and his
brothers, 1919) almost immediately translated into German and published in
1921, and thus potentially even being noticed by Thomas Mann while he was
envisaging his world-famous novel.

Whereas the discussions regarding the translation of Faust still
predominantly circled around either linguistic aspects or the social relevance of
the content, this obviously did not seem sufficient to the next generation of
Latvian authors, who in the first decade of the twentieth century consciously
moved toward modernist experiments. Among the authors most often praised
by this generation were French and Scandinavian writers of the fin de siécle but
one major figure that again links different generations was that of Friedrich
Nietzsche. Already familiar in the 189os, his works were made available to a
larger public through the Latvian translation (published in 1908) of Also sprach
Zarathustra (Thus spoke Zarathustra, 1883-1885) by the modernist poet Vilis
Pladons, a schoolteacher and author of textbooks thus exemplary signifying the
polyliterariness and polyfunctionality of an author who represents so-called
small literature. The diversity of approaches was at the same time still mirrored
by the continued and innovative application of the patterns of popular
literature in fin-de-siécle Latvian literary culture.

Methodological considerations

The above aspects allow to argue, following the terms elaborated in a related
context by Marco Juvan, that fin-de-siecle Latvian literature, on the one hand,
endeavours to place world literature in the emerging national literary system,
while, on the other, tries to incorporate domestic literature within already
elaborated literary models.

Retrospectively, it is noticeable that cultural transfer into the Latvian
language was initiated by Baltic German intellectuals, who in their pedagogical
aims and aesthetic aspirations made use of the established models of German
culture, while also adapting and expanding well-established trends of the
popular Enlightenment to reach 19™-century Latvian audiences. An important
new facet was introduced by the translations of popular literature accomplished
by the first ethnic authors, a trend stimulated by the changing habits of reading
among the Latvians and helping to foster them further. While the reception
contexts of popular literature were closely linked to everyday practices,
characteristic of a particular milieu, their growing familiarity provided
seemingly peripheral texts with considerable added value important for the
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further elaboration of an inclusive literary system. In a related development,
original literary texts that mix the strategies of entertainment and serious
purposes started to appear, thus signalling potential differentiation of the
functionality of literature.

The aspirations to create Latvian elite culture were gradually modelled
on examples of world literature that included translations of literary classics, to
be later joined by contemporary achievements. The publications of these texts
often raised anxious debates in society, first of a political nature with Baltic
Germans recognizing the danger to their patronizing attitude toward the
Latvians, ‘not quite’ prepared for ‘that whole mass of knowledge’, and later with
regard to the social impact and aesthetic quality of translations. What is
indisputable, however, is that canonical texts of world literature helped Latvian
writers to widen their own horizon of thought, while concomitantly adapting
world literature for its reception and further elaboration within a specifically
shaped literary system. Innovative aesthetic challenges that display a desire to
follow potentially ‘universal’ rules of art thus also become context-specific.
Correspondingly, this analysis echoes related observations summarized by
Stephanie Stockhorst: “In translation, texts do not just change their language,
but first and foremost their cultural frame of reference. Thus, significant
transformations inevitably occur in the course of their de- and re-
contextualization.”

Idealism and its “Others”

Even though it was not elaborated as a theoretical concept, one of the
representational aims of Latvian romantic nationalists had been the primacy of
beauty in the world that they wanted to see in their surroundings. For Schiller,
beauty “is not something established by the sensuous perfection of an object.
Instead, this is the freedom with which its sensuous perfection is expressed.”
Latvian culture was gradually heading in the same direction even if it initially
remained on a more restricted social track. Literature and art had to elevate the
spirit of the people and eventually lead them to a brighter future out of their
low-roofed houses and into the wider world. The pen name of the most
representative poet of this period, Auseklis (literally ‘the morning star’) fits well
into the imagery of dawn, awakening, discovery of the heroic past and its
relevance for the future, the richness of intellectual deeds, and the unity of the
folk that are among the most recurrent themes in Latvian literature in the third
quarter of the 19th century. By the late 1870s, however, these ideas were already
at least partly worn out, and their loftiness and remoteness from everyday life
that included the struggle for economic survival, an ever-present part of daily
experience for many Latvians, was acutely felt by authors who aspired to
introduce realist techniques. In its early stages the Latvian national movement
had in some respect echoed French social romanticism which, according to
Naomi Schor, “relied heavily on techniques of idealization that strained against
the particularization that we (and she [Sand]) associate with realism”. By the
late 1870s, however, there was a noticeable move towards realism in Latvian
prose. Most importantly, what was at stake here was not realism per se but the
critical stance taken by the authors.
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In 1879, the first novel by ethnic Latvian writers, Reinis and Matiss
Kaudzite, titled Meérnieku laiki (The Surveyors’ times) appeared in print. The
two brothers, rural schoolteachers and craftsmen, capitalised on the form of the
so-called Zeitroman and depicted events that had taken place in their local
Piebalga region several years earlier during the period of land measurement.
These events introduced significant changes in economic conditions, and it
immediately became clear for the local inhabitants that an effect on their lives
would be felt for decades to come. The spontaneous advent of capitalist
thinking swiftly brought to light a variety of character traits that could
otherwise have remained hidden, and the Kaudzites turned out to be extremely
careful observers of daily events. An especially fascinating feature of their prose
was the ability to synthesise impressions and add a grotesque touch to the
descriptions of typical situations, thus creating impressive and memorable
scenes of life portrayed against the background of changing times.

This novel can be considered a conscious response to the lofty ideals
proliferating in the literature of the 1870s. It openly and explicitly satirises the
rhetoric of romantic nationalism in the figure of Pietuka Krustins, an absurdly
talkative schoolteacher who is at least partly modelled on the poet Auseklis. In
brilliant satirical passages, the authors created characters that are deeply rooted
in their environment but have preserved their appeal to subsequent
generations of Latvian readers. However, a considerable amount of criticism
was also raised. As formulated by the first reviewers, it was mainly due to the
missing ideals, and the authors were even accused of being too skeptical in the
depiction of their Latvian compatriots. One of the reviewers, whose opinion
was closely echoed by other critics, resolutely stated that “author of a novel
always has an obligation to idealise life, to show it more beautiful and chaste
than it in fact is”. This is a very characteristic case of staunch idealist belief
directed against all potential distortions of aesthetic and moral values that had
been established during the preceding decades.

The above example displays a typological closeness to the debates on
nineteenth-century realism in French and German literary circles. Schor
comments that French critics perceive two kinds of realism of which only one is
considered unacceptable for the idealist camp; according to this view, there was
a particular branch of negative realism embodying an explicit anti-idealist
tendency through attempted blackmailing of characters, their aspirations and
living conditions. Among the first to be exposed to this kind of criticism was
Balzac. However, the writer himself expressed a different opinion in a letter to
Sand, when he remarked that both apply a strategy of idealisation; the main
difference is that he idealises characters “in the opposite sense, in their ugliness
or in their stupidity”. Such an approach is what Schor calls idealisation in
reverse, i.e., a critical exaggeration of particular aspects of everyday life and
character traits that indicates the necessity to re-establish true values missing
in reality. In the eyes of Balzac, his implicit idealist aim remains like Sand’s
take, and only the means to reach their goals are different. This opinion
corresponds to the emphasis on typical and sometimes grotesque figures in the
novel by Reinis and Matiss Kaudzite while the authors remain strong in their
moral beliefs.
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Similar debates proliferating in mid-century Germany were dominated
by attempts to reach some kind of synthesis between idealism and realism; this
view was “reflected in terminological meditations such as ‘Real-Idealismus’,
‘Ideal-Realismus’ or ‘poetischer Realismus,” leading to a poetics intent on
reconciling the representation of modern reality with its idealist modelling and
critique in the shape of ‘Verklarung’ [idealization]”. Such attempts to reconcile
the two trends did not hide their inner differences as was also demonstrated by
fierce debates in the Latvian press.

In 1888, the young schoolteacher and future prominent Latvian literary
historian, Teodors Zeiferts, published an article where he based his views on
the ideological premises of Hippolyte Taine and Georg Brandes and demanded
that poets delve into the most acute problems of the age. Zeiferts saw this as a
precondition to initiate in Latvian literature something analogous to what
Brandes had called the modern breakthrough in Scandinavian literatures. But
the most important issue raised by the debates was the changing understanding
of the concept of truth. Whereas for the idealists beauty and truth remained
inseparable, in the new contexts it was the primacy of truth that was called for
by a new generation of authors and critics.

These debates demonstrate that realism was to a certain extent on the
rise in the 1880s while, on the other hand, there was also a proliferation of
sentimental literature. The backwardness and self-sufficiency of the Latvian
literary scene was harshly criticised by the young critic Janis Jansons in his
lectures on Latvian letters in 1892 and 1893. Despite the controversies caused by
these demands, outdated forms survived in literature as well as in literary and
art criticism well into the first decade of the twentieth century. Art theorist
Stella PelSe refers to this trend as “moralism”. Her opinion coincides with Toril
Moi’s poignant observation that some version of idealism survived despite it
gradually losing all innovative ambitions; this pale idealism “shows up
practically everywhere in nineteenth-century aesthetic discussions, not just in
the 1810s and 1820s, but throughout the nineteenth and well into the twentieth
century”. However, in the 189os debates in Latvia once again became topical
due to a revival of idealist claims elsewhere closely coinciding with French
intellectual discussions.

Up to the 189o0s, a relatively vague understanding of idealism in Latvian
letters was based on the presumption that its main task was that of lifting the
human spirit out of everyday constraints toward projected better living
conditions to which morally sound behaviour was an important precondition.
The German versions of Ideal-Realismus indicated the same direction that
might seem outdated by the 189os. At this point, however, the impulses
received from German classical thinkers were mixed up with more recent ideas,
circulating in French scholarship, with Hippolyte Taine becoming an especially
visible presence in the Baltic provinces. Taine had built his influential
philosophy of art on considering the importance of race, milieu, and the
historical moment. This approach signalled his understanding of realism as an
important trend in nineteenth-century art but, at the same time, Taine was also
an admirer of Sand, so there was an idealistic inclination in his thought as well.
By the 189o0s, this perspective was revitalised by other critics. In 1896, Ferdinand
Brunetiére published a volume titled La Renaissance de l'ldéalisme. Arguably,

this tendency was at least partly indicative of an opposition to naturalism with
its most prominent representative, Emile Zola, being a harsh critic of social and
political conditions in late nineteenth-century France as demonstrated by his
intervention in the Dreyfus debate. Latvian authors eagerly followed the trends
of the time that resonated in their ideas.

An important upsurge in the discussions of idealism was introduced in
1894 following the production of a play written by the young female writer
Aspazija at the Riga Latvian theatre. Vaidelote (The Priestess) was her first
drama to reach the stage, and the beauty of its poetry lifted the spirits of both
the audience and the critics. It is worth following these discussions in more
detail, and I will pay particular attention to the review written by another
neophyte of Latvian drama soon to turn into one of its major representatives
alongside Aspazija, Rudolfs Blaumanis. In his review, Blaumanis appreciated
the talent of his colleague highly. However, he also added that not all the
characters’ observations in the play were careful enough, and in his opinion this
to some extent diminished the value of the drama.

To develop his point, Blaumanis continues by saying that the relative
carelessness in character portrayal has been caused by prioritising the
elaboration of ideas at the expense of other aspects of the drama. In his
reflections, he refers to the supporters of “the so-called idealist trend” who are
full of praise for the play, and adds a somewhat sour comment that he also
appreciates idealism as being “theoretically” superior to other trends in art.
Blaumanis’s skepticism is also noticeable in his remark that Aspazija has
followed too closely in the footsteps of the early nineteenth-century German
poet Theodor Korner. In his book, National Thought in Europe, Joep Leerssen
devotes extended passages to the description of the role Koérner’s patriotic
poetry played in the early decades of the nineteenth century. In the context of
the anti-Napoleonic wars, he even acquired the exemplary status of national
poet, a tradition that was eagerly appropriated in other cultural contexts,
turning nineteenth-century patriotic writers into symbolic figures and national
saints. The scope of aesthetic reflection was, however, relatively limited in
Korner’s oeuvre, and this was the main point of Blaumanis’s remarks. He knew
all too well that among his and Aspazija’s favourite authors also was Schiller
who had elaborated much more complex aesthetic theories, and it was this
higher level of reflexivity voiced in Blaumanis’s demands while evaluating
contemporary art and literature. Schiller was still among the major influences
on Latvian writers in the 189os, but now it was important to recognise the
richness and complexity of his aesthetic oeuvre.

The presence of idealist views on the turn-of-the-century Latvian
cultural scene was quite remarkable. The most influential periodicals of the
1890s were edited by Péteris Zalite, a young and ambitious journalist who had
accomplished his studies at the University of Jena where his thesis was on the
philosophy of Immanuel Kant. Zalite used to remind everybody of this to
maintain the supreme value of his judgement. His undeniable achievement was
the ability to attract most prominent authors of his generation who were
employed in the newspapers Dienas Lapa (Daily Page) and Majas Viesis (Home
Guest), as well as in the literary magazine, Majas Viesa Ménesraksts (Home
Guest’s Monthly). Among their staff members were Aspazija and Blaumanis as
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well as another young and promising writer, Janis Poruks. Zalite was especially
fond of Poruks who had studied music at the Dresden Conservatory for three
semesters. Before his return home (with his studies uncompleted), in 1894
Poruks had found a publisher for his German-language essay, Die Religion der
Zukunft printed in Berlin. In this as well as other publications he was proud to
discuss the ideas of Richard Wagner in the context of German aesthetic and
philosophical thought, his other prime examples being Johann Wolfgang von
Goethe and Friedrich Nietzsche. The discussion of these authors was another
testimony to the new level of ambition in Latvian culture and the constant
presence of the legacy of the Enlightenment as well as various theoretical
elaborations of idealist aesthetics. Another testimony to idealist aspirations was
the long story written by Poruks, Pérlu zvejnieks (The Fisherman of pearls),
published a year after Aspazija’s Vaidelote was put on stage. Even though the
play was set in an imaginary past, and Poruks turned to contemporary reality,
both texts had in common the portrayal of a young idealistic person (female in
Aspazija’s verse drama, and male in Poruks’s prose) who aspires to break with
the constraints of surrounding reality and to follow her or his dreams. Poruks
called his text a fantasy, thus providing an obvious challenge to the established
traditions of Latvian literature, mostly concentrating on the portrayal of
immediate and recognizable surroundings and contributing to the revival of
idealism, in the sense described by Naomi Schor in the following terms:
“Idealization, as what we might call an interventionist discursive mode,
functions within the context of preexistent models of representation as a
counterdiscourse; it implies a norm, a stereotype.”

The most sustained challenge to the existing conditions in literature,
however, was provided by the intervention of another young author, Rainis
who turned out to be the most innovative poet of the period. At the same time,
Rainis’s experience was still to a considerable extent based on the aesthetics of
the Enlightenment and contained influences of idealist thought that
contributed to making him the paradigmatic prophet figure of Latvian
literature.

Rainis’s real name was Janis Plieksans, and in 1888 he graduated from
the faculty of law at the University of St. Petersburg. He received the best
available education, having also attended a prestigious German-language
gymnasium in Riga before his university studies. He was fluent in both German
and Russian, and had a good knowledge of classical languages that allowed him
to cruise freely amongst the riches of the world’s literary heritage. Rainis
gradually started to model his personality on the example of Goethe, and in
1897 the translation of Faust appeared; the poem featured a character “who
symbolises with greatest depth the claims and tensions of German Idealism as
the language of modern self-understanding”. This can be considered the
highest point of the appropriation of German culture in nineteenth-century
Latvian contexts. For Rainis, rationality of art still preserved its appeal. In 1908,
in a long letter to the critic Janis Jankavs, he extensively argued that his 1905
drama, Uguns un nakts (Fire and Night, 1983) had not been built on Hegel’s idea
of the possibility of spiritual transcendence. The seriousness and intimacy of
the exchange is a telling example of the well-grounded ambitions of Latvian
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intellectuals and testimony to the late nineteenth-century resonance of German
idealist philosophy.

Considering the above contexts, it is hardly surprising that during the
fin-de-siécle the legacy of idealism left an imprint on every major Latvian
author. To get a better evaluation of the exchange of ideas at the time, however,
it is vitally important to distinguish between different kinds of idealism. A
useful approach is suggested by Stephen Matuschek who proposes that there
are two main strands of German idealist thought, normative idealism and
categorial idealism. The difference is summarised by Matuschek in the
following terms: there is “normative Idealism requiring literature to represent
ideals; [and] categorial Idealism making literature as such, that is, as a category
into an ideal”.

The third quarter of the 19th century was characterised by efforts to
promote Latvian elite culture, an attempt based on mimicking already
established cultures that of necessity introduced the use of normative idealism
as a stabilizing factor. The idealist tenor of this period was challenged by realist
trends initiated in the late 1870s. However, in another important turn, there
was a rebirth of idealism in the early 189os that created a complex situation that
brought the reappearance of aesthetic idealism in a new guise, that of categorial
idealism. The immanent value of the work of art was now the focus of
attention. Therefore, instead of the emphasis on beauty (1850s to 1870s) and
truth (late 1870s and 1880s), what was at stake in the 189os was the inner form
of literary texts. The variety of aesthetic experiments became the main factor
leading to the blossoming of fin-de-siécle literary culture.

Rural Identities of the fin-de-siécle

While the social transformations steadily advance during the second half of the
nineteenth century, as the literature of the period tries to register the rapidity
and inevitability of the respective changes by delving into the rising conflicts, it
consciously or unconsciously strives to slow down the pace of this
development. A literal manifestation of such an approach is the focus on
minute details of the surrounding milieus which can be appreciated only at a
close distance. On the one hand, this demonstrates a heightened intensity in
the reception of the local environment while, on the other, it displays an
inevitable alienation becoming more and more obvious and painful. It is
fascinating to trace the causes and effects of these trends.

The main patterns of spatial representation in fin-de-siécle Latvian
fictional texts included an innovative representation of the traditional rural
milieu, the tension between the country and the city, a portrayal of turn-of-the-
century urban life as well as the modern cosmopolitan perspective in fiction. It
terms of the quantity of literary production countryside probably remained the
dominating milieu. However, the depiction of rural living conditions was
already substantially illuminated by the experience the authors gathered in the
city, and especially in Riga (in some cases also in St. Petersburg, Dresden, and
other important cultural centers). After looking more closely into these
particularities, I focus on two characteristic trends in late 19th-century Latvian
fiction. First, I scrutinize the representation of microstructures of specific
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localities, such as peasant farmstead and landlord’s manor, in novellas by
Radolfs Blaumanis, one of the most highly respected realist authors. Then I
move on to discuss how larger patterns of social transformation are represented
in a novel by another important writer, Andrievs Niedra. I conclude with a brief
reflection on the representation of spatiality and sense of place in fin-de-siécle
Latvian literature.

The case studies that follow have been inspired by and carried out
considering the perspective of the so-called spatial turn in the humanities with
a particular concentration on the representation of place. Latvian literature of
the 1880s and 189os pays great attention to social and economic
transformations often approached through minute description of changing
everyday milieus. The authors often adhere to traditional localities with
important aspects of wider temporal and spatial changes being reflected
through scrupulous observation of the transformation of place. This becomes
obvious through the interpretation of specific details as well as in more
dynamic ways, such as the estrangement of principal characters from ordinary
living conditions, and border crossings between different semantic fields. The
authors’ position can at times be characterized as an in-between one as they
delve into the inevitable changes and their impact on the mobility of individual
characters and society-at-large, while at the same time they reflect the
difficulties to adapt. A particular aspect of this process is one that links authors’
experience to the increasingly multicultural as well as socially differentiated
milieus.

Characteristically, Radolfs Blaumanis started his literary career writing
in German, and later kept the practice of translating his main works from one
language into another, thus enlarging the scope of his potential readership,
even though the German language versions of his texts only reached
international audiences considerably later. Nevertheless, Blaumanis’s literary
output reflects his multicultural environment and points toward the diverse
readership he was eager to address.

To trace the spatial relations between rural landscapes, peasant
homestead and landlord’s manor, I concentrate on two of Blaumanis’s novellas
both published in 1898, Salna pavasari (Spring frost) and Andriksons
(Andrikson). Whereas in most of his work the narrative unfolds from the inside
of a peasant farmstead (the departure point usually being a room or the
courtyard), the two texts mentioned take a different perspective. They either at
first portray the farmstead as seen from a certain distance, or abandon its
description almost altogether. Thus, the traditional daily habits are challenged
and, instead of the careful depiction of daily routines, narrative turning points
provide an important aspect of the perception and interpretation of the place.

The novella Salna pavasari begins on a spring morning when a young
lad, Andrs, is working in the field. He is anxiously waiting for the breakfast that
is supposed to be brought by a young girl, Liena, whom he is fond of. In a
beautifully conceived visual image, the narrative follows her appearance as she
walks down the hillside towards the boy. The surrounding landscape in one of
fresh green, and the joyful dialogues between Andrs and Liena match the
pastoral mood of the nineteenth-century rural milieu seen through the eyes of a
young would-be couple, their relationship partly immersed in the

melodramatic imagination of popular literature of the period. In his novella,
however, Blaumanis radically challenges this mode of representation. As the
girl leaves the field at the end of the episode, the second part of the novella is
told in a much gloomier mood.

This part starts with Liena’s entry into the yard of the farmstead,
traditionally a place of relatively safe and ordered routines. However, she is at
once confronted with an unexpected situation as the old neighbour Malnieks, a
very rich man, has come to ask for her hand. The familiar rooms into which
Liena now enters appear to her as totally different and uncanny, and her bodily
response is that of an almost total stiffness. Characteristically, “the layout of the
rooms or the relations between the interior and exterior often determine the
plot”. The lively outdoor encounter with Andrs is replaced by an unconscious
submission to the oppressive lure not only of the old man but of his wealth.
Malnieks’s well-calculated and at the same time menacingly monotonous talk
becomes the main instrument in his strategy to confuse Liena’s mind. The large
room where the two are left alone loudly echoes his seductive phrasing. The
whole scene leads to Liena losing her healthy judgement and common sense,
and this change of mind takes the most important turn in her move toward the
window through which she observes Malnieks’s nearby property,
metaphorically represented by the red roof of his house that stands for his
wealth and power. The scene is resolved swiftly, and, when slightly later Andrs
enters the house, Malnieks and Liena are being congratulated by the rest of the
household members. The sudden reversal in fortunes testifies to the troubled
times and leads to a different appreciation of familiar spaces.

In the novella Andriksons, Blaumanis challenges the traditional ways of
portraying a rural community in a different manner. Once again, the reader is
removed from the relative safety of a traditional peasant homestead as the
opening scene takes place in the landlord’s manor. Andriksons, one of the
peasants who rents a small piece of land from the nobleman, has come to the
manor to explain why he has cut down some of the trees on his land that
according to the law belong to the manor. However, as the peasant explains to
the young and only recently settled landlord, he considers the trees a heritage
that his father had preserved for him. The conversation turns into a heated
dispute, and at the end the peasant leaves the manor in a rage.

The author carefully builds up this scene also from the spatial point of
view by positioning both men in a liminal situation. The landlord usually talks
to peasants in the hallway; however, having heard from his late father that
Andriksons is one of the most educated among his class, he allows the
conversation to take place in the antechamber of his workroom. Thus, to a
certain extent the landlord signals a potentially respectful conversation, while
at the same time he restricts the possibility for the peasant to stay on an equal
footing, since the landlord keeps himself at a safe distance by staying behind a
large table. This arrangement contributes to the uncertainty of the peasant who
in this situation feels that he is considered and treated like being almost the
same but not quite. In an apt description by the humanistic geographer Yi-Fu
Tuan, important for building up spatial structures is “the posture and structure
of the human body, and the relations (whether close or distant) between
human beings. Man, out of his intimate experience with his body and with
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other people, organizes space so that it conforms with and caters to his
biological needs and social relations.”

In his novella, Blaumanis pays attention both to socially determined
stereotypes as well as to features of individual character. It is one of Blaumanis’s
great contributions to nineteenth-century Latvian literature that he can provide
an insight into the landlord’s mode of thinking. The landlord belongs to the
social strata usually perceived only from a distance; by delving into his
response, Blaumanis deepens the psychological insights the novella provides.
The anger of the landlord gradually rises as he starts to appreciate the self-
confidence of the peasant. However, the socially structured difference in their
roles that is underlined by the landlord’s familiarity with and possession of the
location also fosters his awareness of power. The anxiety of the peasant, on the
other hand, is exacerbated through his estrangement from the location in
which he temporarily finds himself.

The subsequent events of the second part of the novella unfold after the
excited and disappointed peasant leaves the manor. He only collects himself in
the nearby forest that is also the property of the landlord. Following an external
impulse, in a rebellious act Andriksons sets fire to the forest. As he sees the
flames spreading rapidly, however, he immediately recognizes the potential
scale of the disaster, and puts every effort in trying to find other people who
could come to his aid and fight the fire.

Similarly to Salna pavasari, the two-part structure of Andriksons follows
the course of the conflict by focusing on the representation of space. In both
novellas, the narrative also “makes place, establishing relations among places
and assigning various levels of significance to different spaces and places”.
Thus, it is the situation indoors that becomes unpleasant to the characters,
Liena and Andriksons, respectively. For Liena, the borders between
familiarity/unfamiliarity shift, since it is a well-known location that has become
estranged from the character’s reception. In the latter case, the conflict
escalates, when after leaving the manor Andriksons returns to the more
familiar space of the forest where he even recollects some of his own childhood
experience. At the same time, due to the extreme excitement he falls short of
recognizing the traditional value of a familiar place that has been turned into a
metaphorical opponent following the disagreement between him and the
landlord. The feeling of liminality has even been aggravated in the process of
border crossing from the manor to the forest as the experience in the former
also influences the perception of the latter. Andriksons’s feelings clearly point
to the bodily experience of the place linked to the aspects of mobility as
exemplified in his desperate run through the burning forest with the narrative
extending its scope beyond the limits of purely visual impression. The familiar
once again turns into the uncanny.

Macrostructures: the complex Baltic landscapes of the fin de siecle

While Blaumanis’s novellas display a fine-tuned sense of a particular place and
show the changing relationships between the characters and their immediate
environment, other late nineteenth-century Latvian authors were looking for
the possibilities to expand the scope of their representation. Various impulses
were provided by the attempts to make use of the novel genre that scholarship
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has identified as especially important in relation to the experience of
modernity, and instrumental in the process of consolidation of nineteenth-
century visions of nationality and statehood. From the perspective of spatiality,
it is important “to think of novels as geographers in their own right, who
generate geographies from within”. Andrievs Niedra, one of the most
prominent Latvian writers of the late nineteenth century, attempts to explore
the possibilities of the novel genre underrepresented in Latvian fiction. In his
classic study, Latvian literature (1953), Andrejs Johansons remarks that Niedra’s
shorter works of prose can be seen as studies for a large style composition. His
novels provide a net of internally linked images of the social and economic
mobility, but arguably the greatest achievement is his first novel, Liduma
dumos (The Smoke of land clearing, 1899).

A number of themes explored there show an apt use of imaginative
geographies. Mostly set in a rural landscape, Liduma dimos covers many
different locations including a peasant farmstead, different manors, a pastor’s
house, a church interior, and a mill as well as displaying elaborate plans for the
building of a glass factory. Literary critic Guntis Berelis points out that
nineteenth-century Latvian literature usually focuses on a relatively restricted
and closed space with its borders being drawn by a peasant farmstead, a
church, a school, and a cemetery. Niedra’s novel includes many of these
locations. However, the innovative strength of the narrative is determined by
clearly foregrounding the tension among these different (and significantly
expanded) places and the subjectivity of their reception.

The plot of the novel is kept together by following the interrelated
histories of three brothers — an engineer, a novice priest, and a peasant - who
are also involved in an existential struggle with the still dominant Baltic
German nobility. Niedra pays attention to the attempts of the emerging Latvian
middle class to position itself through an implementation of new spiritual
ideals as well as an economic program introduced in the novel. The author also
references so-called identities-in-between in the process of interaction among
different social and ethnic groups in society. Various border crossings are made
painful due to the inability to fit into and to adapt to new locations, especially
considering the role still played by the long-established Baltic German elite. In
the upwardly mobile population, a growing estrangement from seemingly
familiar places is dominant in the narrative.

Niedra’s novel starts with a sermon given by a novice priest, Karlis
Strautmalis, awaiting his ordination. He is aware of the potentially provocative
nature of the speech he delivers which not only brings a reaction from
conservative circles but, rather unexpectedly, initiates an internal split in his
personality. The subsequent nervous strolling in the neighbourhood of the
pastor’s house reveals a complexity of feelings difficult to restrain. Another
principal character, engineer Vilis Strautmalis, is much more intransigent than
his brother as he pursues greater economic gains that would allow Latvians to
establish themselves not only through the relentless work of tending the land,
characteristic of his parents’ generation, but also by way of industrial
opportunities. In his attempts to promote the development of local business he
is ready to take both mental and physical risks. The latter ones are exemplified
by his adventurous walk through the swamp to explore the possibilities to drain
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the territory, and thus to adapt it to useful economic activity. In this process,
the familiar landscape acquires threatening features and poses a challenge to
the individual.

Another narrative juxtaposition is that between the largest city in the
region, Riga, and the rural milieu where most of the events take place. In the
novel Riga is shown as a divided and dividing location characterized by messy
moves without the principal characters being able to get a sense of clearly
identifiable places instead of the more familiar experience of walking in the
countryside. Thus, the intensity of temporal change toward the background of
the transformations is implicitly shown in the spatial perception that reveals a
gradual loss of the sense of place.

In Liduma dumos Andrievs Niedra searches for ideas significant in the
process of the development of Latvian national consciousness, looking for
future philosophical, socio-political, and economic visions that are closely
linked to psychological characterisations. The author’s choice of the novel
genre is significant because the novel not only pays attention to a variety of
conflicts, but also implicitly allows for following the moves toward national,
societal, and territorial consolidation. The imagined geographies are
instrumental in the attempt to build up such a vision which, nevertheless, also
remains haunted throughout the narrative.

Conclusion

While outlining the newly emerging Latvian literary system, the importance of
mutual translations among small languages advances significantly around the
turn of the twentieth century; and important achievements of the Latvian
culture, such as the attempts of Latvian writers in the German language, also
provide locally manifest versions of transgressing the language borders that
acquire the capacity to be transferred to other contexts thus bringing into
motion a reverse reception process. The plays by Rainis and Aspazija, the
novellas by Janis Poruks and Ridolfs Blaumanis, and the novel by Andrievs
Niedra are a case in point here, as are the conscious attempts of various authors
to reflect on aesthetic issues.

It is through a combination of those various trends that ‘world
literature’, first being placed and elaborated into the literary system of the
Baltic provinces, literally turns itself around returning to the ‘world’, with
Latvian authors’ texts testifying to their unique experience also cross the
language borders. What is especially important to recognize here is the fact
that cultural transfer is working in much more complex ways than texts simply
moving from large literatures to smaller ones, and, in relatively rare cases,
pushing themselves the other way around. Provincializing world literature
involves the diversity of reception working in various directions, complex
‘traveling literatures’, with every single text that crosses language borders
making itself present in various, often underrated and not sufficiently explored
new contexts eventually adding innovative facets to both local and global
literary developments. In this process each literary culture creates its own
literary system through which it also becomes an active agent in changing the
content of the concept of world literature.
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Turn-of-the-century Latvian literature focused on the search for original
forms of artistic expression. In some cases, a transformed version of 18" and 19!
century rationalist discourse was used to decode difference, encouraging to
participate in European modernization. On other occasions there was an
intuitive search for answers to the most complex aesthetic questions of the era.
Especially in those cases true artistic independence and an innovative
transformation of seemingly familiar literary forms comes to the fore. This self-
reflexivity is a substantial feature of Latvian culture allowing it a participation
in the debates about the experience of modernity.

Abstract

The Greek Revolution of 1821 not only has preserved its literary dynamics, but
often took on the dimensions of a miracle. The protagonists of that miracle were
symbolized, while the events that defined it were transformed from places of
action into literary themes.

The Greek Revolution inspired not only elegies or poems glorifying the
spirit of freedom and other metonymies of the sublime, but also poems criticizing
the morals of the modern age. The most recent contemporary interpretations of
the history of the 1821 revolution confirm its potential in the collective national
imaginary through the path of irony and satire.

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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to examine Greek migration literature that reflects
the collective experience of migration to West Germany during the 1960s. The
literary texts discussed span a significant time frame, from the 19770s to the 2020s,
allowing for an exploration of these works within the broader context of Greek-
German relations as well as in comparison with other pivotal historical events
involving the two countries, such as the German Occupation during the 1940s
and the recent economic crisis. Additionally, by considering texts written in
various historical and social contexts, this study facilitates an exploration of how
the Greek immigrant experience in Germany is re-examined in contemporary
literary production. Furthermore, I analyse the portrayal of the German state and
the German Other, situating these depictions within the broader framework of
Greek perceptions of Germany. In parallel, the article underscores the connection
that Greek authors seek to establish between Germany’s negotiation of Greek
immigration and the balance of power between Northern and Southern Europe. In
addition, I address issues concerning the identity of refugees as represented in the
literary texts, while examining the implications of dominant German discourses
towards immigrants.

This literature review examines the models of transformational and distributed
leadership in the context of the digital age. Transformational leadership, which
focuses on inspiring and motivating followers, emerges as an effective model for
promoting change and innovation, but may face challenges in environments with
limited resources or resistance to change. Distributed leadership, on the other
hand, promotes collective action and the participation of all members of the
school community in the decision-making process. This model encourages
collaboration, innovation, and adaptability to new data, making it particularly
suitable for the demands of the digital age. However, its implementation may face
challenges, such as the need for a change in school culture and the provision of
appropriate training for all members of the school community to take on
leadership roles. Overall, the study concludes that distributed leadership, with its
emphasis on collaboration and participation, appears to be more suitable for
schools in the digital age, while elements of transformational leadership can
function complementarily, inspiring and motivating members of the school
community.

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Abstract

Crime is a human behavior with unpleasant consequences for the victims. For
this reason, copying with it, has always been among the main priorities of any
given society. Criminology and victimology theories have periodically studied the
mechanism of crime manifestation, deriving useful conclusions. However, the
unabated crime rate found in modern society, along with its ever-increasing
spread to younger age groups, are some examples that demonstrate the limited
effectiveness of intervention programs to date.

The Target Congruence Model, originating from the field of victimology, is
a contemporary theoretical proposition that seems capable of significantly
contributing to the systematic study of crime. Approaching crime holistically and
detached from the problems of earlier theories, it attempts to investigate the
characteristics and conditions that lead an individual to victimization. To achieve
this, it organizes the factors related to crime into victim factors and
environmental factors. In recent years, a multitude of studies from various
criminological fields, such as murders, thefts, abuses and bullying, have been
conducted on the basis of this model, highlighting both its effectiveness and
adaptability.

Abstract

At psycho-spiritual level the enviable physiognomy of Alexander the Great is perceived
as the auspicious component of his intellectual connection with enlightened Aristotle
and the experiential reincarnation of the unparalleled messages of the legendary Iliad.
In fact, his extreme admiration for unique Peleides ignites his unquenchable ambition
and erases every inhibiting condition, while noticeably marginalizing the anti-heroic
figure of Dolon: the insightful look of the Macedonian commander into the multi-
dimensional mosaic of tactical espionage is reflected in the unsuccessful attempt of the
unfortunate Trojan (Rhapsody X, “Doloneia”); an impressive coincidence seems to be
the undisputed fact that the triumphant expedition which resulted in the world-
historical overthrow of the Persian Empire started from the Granicus River, near the
birthplace of the clumsy spy. The present work attempts to outline the eleven
Dolonean “Epigoni” who are dynamically active in the thirteen-year invincible course
of Alexander and catalytically contribute to his deterministic mythologizing.

Evotoxa o Bellinger (1963: 38) tovile:: «The records tell us a great deal about the
accomplishments of Alexander but little or nothing of what lay behind them. There is tactical
information about his arrangement of the order of battle, but operations on a larger scale are
treated as though they were an automatic sequence. And yet, of course, a prodigious amount of
planning must have been required for the success of the all but incredible progress of his arms
and of this, Alexander must have been the master mind. But it was not the kind of thing that
antiquity found worthy of recording, and Alexander is not the only great ruler whose plans are
entirely unreported».
