Abstract

This article consists of the approach of the essay writing of Pavlos Nirvanas (Petros
Apostolides, 1866-1937) based on the relationship between literature and science
and based on their common object of research: man. In the essays of the writer and
physician Nirvanas —and especially in Personality Diseases (1893) and Science and Art
(1895)- literary references (to works and heroes) and scientific conceptions (of
Medicine and Psychology) work together to depict human behavior at a normal and
pathological level. Reflecting “the conservation of the individual, the conservation of
the species and the development of the intellect”, these scientific conceptions
sometimes refer to the theory of evolution and sometimes to experimental
psychology, refer to the state scientific examples of late 19th century Europe and are
associated with famous “scientific critique” of literature. In the writings of the Greek
academic, therefore, is recorded not only the international controversy of scholars /
writers and doctors / psychologists regarding the act of creation, but also his
personal position which defends the common creative background of literature and
science; they are “twin children of a common mother, of Philosophy, of world science,
the object of which was everything: man, nature, god”...

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Abstract

The modern Turkish Republic, which was founded in 1923 by the Mustafa Kemal
movement, is made up of a group of religious and ethnic minorities. The Jewish,
Armenian and Greek minorities are the three main non-Muslim minorities living in
Turkey for historical reasons, as included to the Convention of Lausanne of 1923,
signed by both Greece and Turkey. The purpose of this study was to analyze the
cultural path followed by the Romioi of the city and to develop a homogeneous
educational system for learning the Greek language. The results of this study
highlight the gradual decline of the Greek population in Istanbul and the Greek
language restriction mainly in family, religious and homogeneous contexts. The
shrinking number of schools and the restrictive measures applied to the Greek
education are an indicative example of the political relations between Greek and
Turkish. Since the early 1990s, there has been an increase of Antiochian students into
Greek-speaking schools due to religious reasons. However, the problem of language
is intense since all pupils are Turkish-speaking using Greek as a second language. This
fact has created great difficulties in teaching Greek. Research on this issue is also
limited and there is a need for further study.

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Abstract

Collective bargaining is an important field of labour relations and constitutes an
institution created in the aftermath of social struggles and as a result working
conditions are defined within a framework of collective autonomy. The necessity and
importance of collective bargaining is protected by International Labor Conventions
as well as by constitutional and legislative provisions in the domestic legal order,
although there are different provisions for the private sector and the public
administration. The article analyzes the institutional framework of collective
bargaining in public administration and makes an assessment of the implementation
of this institution, taking into account both international experience and experience
from the private sector. The aim of the article is to ascertain whether there is in fact
collective bargaining in the public administration or, on the contrary, whether the
institutional framework is essentially inapplicable. The analysis is based on an
overview of legislation, jurisprudence, public documents as well as articles and
reports of trade unions that have studied the implementation of the institution. It
follows from the above that the institution of collective bargaining remains virtually
inactive and has limited application in public administration, despite the existence of
an institutional framework and the constitutional guarantee of the right for about
two decades and does not enter the core of labour relations, such as remuneration.
Therefore, the reasonable question that arises is whether collective bargaining in
public administration is an obsolete institution that does not serve the existing needs
of the public administration. Moreover, initiatives to upgrade the institution are cited
in the article.

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Abstract

As the COVID-19 pandemic imposes measures of physical and social distancing, the
broader Internet accommodates cultural criticism and promotes artistic creation.
Cultural criticism and artistic creation on the Internet operate on multiple levels,
highlighting, directly or indirectly, aspects of the social and political systems that
affect the promotion of culture in today’s society. The rapid and continuous growth
of users and media offered, the profusion of information and the different ways of its
dissemination, contribute to the democratization of online cultural criticism. Cultural
criticism and artistic creation can thus reach a significant number of users regardless
of origin, religion, language. This period underlines, inter alia, the crucial role of the
online cultural criticism connected to the reinforcement of interculturalism. The
intercultural character of online criticism and artistic creation is presented as a bridge
between the real and digital world. At the same time, Internet becomes the
expression, and also the means of elaborating this unprecedented pandemic
experience shared by the whole planet. The Cypriot Internet constitutes an
interesting case study. Due to its size, it allows the effective analysis of cultural
criticism and its direct correlation with the environment in which it is developed. It
reveals also a cultural criticism ability to go beyond all borders, stressing the
universality of the issues it deals with and the importance of pluralism as it is
manifested through the involvement of many institutions, organisations or internet
users. This multiplicity critically interprets aspects of the epidemic period and is
presented for the first time in human history in a real, as well as in a digital
environment, redefining humanitarian values. Aspects of cultural criticism during the
pandemic on the Cypriot Internet are highlighted, as practiced by many contributors
who offer readings of the lockdown and take on unexpected roles, making the
conception, creation and reception of cultural or other events unique.

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Translator’s Introduction

between the theological and the relativistic/nihilistic adversary — and the Age that
essentially paved the way for the abolition of the “autonomy of Spirit” brought by
the thinkers of suspicion in the 19th century.

Monodimensional interpretations of the Enlightenment were grounded upon the
conviction that the concept of Reason (with its positive and negative repercussions)
constitutes the great common denominator that encapsulates not only said ideal
type’s distinctive trait but also the specific positions and concepts that concretize it.
In this regard, the examination of the Enlightenment sub specie philosophiae
kantianae (in which the latter is presented as its culmination), as indicatively
appearing in the works of K. Vorlander or E. Cassirer, surreptitiously projected
teleological conceptions in a historical process which was itself open; Hazard’s
respective reconstitution, undertaken from the viewpoint of the criticism leveled by
enlighteners against established Christianity, appeared equally unidimensional as
emanating from the demand of autonomous and all-encompassing Reason for
universality; the criticisms voiced by Adorno and Horkheimer against the
Enlightenment as being the Era of the apotheosis of instrumental Reason (essentially
constituting a disguising of an Early Romantic-conservative approach in a neo-
Romantic-progressive conceptualization and language, approach that was embraced
— albeit with the opposite signs — even by liberal theorists such as Crocker and
Becker) essentially sprang from the post-1945 need to acquire psychological
compensation from the traumatic experiences of national socialism; while the
reading of the Enlightenment as the “unfinished project of modernity” (suggested by
prominent representatives of the second and third generation of the Frankfurt
School) was, similarly, conveyed by ideological expediencies beneath the
appropriated hegelian line of argumentation.

The gradual awareness of the historicization of natural and social science, the
realization of the rapid transformation of Enlightenment ideology into tangible forms
of domination (a la Foucault), along with the acknowledgment of noticeable
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individual contributions such as e.g. those of Vyeverberg — who recognized relativism
and pessimism as organic-integral components of the historiography of the
Enlightenment — or those of Dieckmann — who shed light on the common worldview
perceptions underling diverse (from the viewpoint of content) philosophical, literary
and social-scientific texts — have led to a comprehensive revision of the hitherto
linearly progressive interpretations of the Enlightenment. Moreover, the fact that
the entrenchment of numerous Enlighteners against the theological adversary was
not eo ipso converted into a positive consensus with regard to the substantive
demands of Reason (under the auspices of which Enlighteners presumably launched
against the Revelation’s compulsive prescriptions), called for a logically consistent
explanation. The shaping of a succinct interpretation capable of providing an
analogous explanation, washed up, inter alia, two grave additional deficiencies of
monodimensional interpretations: the frequent confusion between Enlightenment’s
rationalism and intellectualism and the precarious association of a unidimensionally
perceived and hypostatized Enlightenment with an equally hypostatized and
fossilized Revolution (by both the revolutionary and the counter-revolutionary wing).

Ultimately, Kondylis’s article illustrates how established conventional
interpretations of the Enlightenment “inevitably unfold under the constellation of
politics and polemics”. Impassionate ascertainments of the sort acquire a distinct
meaningfulness when made by thinkers of the fringe who have managed (qua
scientists) to renounce the progressive logic of normative constructs. It is not a
coincidence that Kondylis himself was characterized as “an Enlightener with no
Mission”.

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Monodimensional Versus Multi-dimensional Interpretation of the Enlightenment?

From a schematic and fragmentary presentation of the life and work of certain
leading representatives of Enlightenment thinking, as for example in Karl Vorlander’s
Geschichte der Philosophie, it is almost impossible to gain an overall picture of the
Enlightenment and its era which is capable of satisfying our present-day knowledge
and cognitive demands; but it is possible within its pages to discern with
considerable precision a general conception of the Enlightenment which was
characteristic of a certain interpretive direction and still retains some topical
elements. According to this view, the Enlightenment is characterized on the one
hand by the dissemination of empiricist and sensualist trends and, on the other, by
the programmatic putting forth of the demand of human reason to confront the
problem of the world with its own powers and shape human life as it sees fit. But
Reason that depends cognitively on sensory experience cannot go beyond the
boundaries of thought of simple dianoia, while empiricism and sensualism as such
risk degenerating into vulgar materialism. The acceptance of an Enlightenment
whose main characteristic is dianoia entails that anti-intellectualist trends such as
the philosophy of sensation cannot be permitted to be included in the
Enlightenment in the strict sense of the term; and the implication to be drawn from
the acceptance of a fundamental contradiction between the demand of autonomous
Reason and the fixation with sensory experience is that its resolution requires a
philosophical synthesis, such as the one attempted by Kant. The examination of the
Enlightenment sub specie philosophiae kantianae, in which the latter is presented as
its culmination, means of course that one surreptitiously introduces teleological
conceptions into a process which was itself open, and that one treats in similar
fashion the material of the history of ideas; but above all it means that one
comprehends the nature of the Enlightenment normatively, in the sense that one
shrinks it, so that it remains “true” to those norms set and advocated by Kant with
his dual distancing on one hand from empiricism or skepticism, and on the other,
from dogmatism or traditional ontology.

The normativist view of the Enlightenment is additionally obliged to directly
or indirectly accept Kant’s relevant definition of the Enlightenment’s content as
“man's emergence from his self-imposed nonage”. The reason being that its
representatives are philosophers and researchers who view their intellectual task as
further evolution of the primary — in their opinion — practical-ethical mission of “the”
Enlightenment. Especially in Germany after 1945, despite whatever nuances,
reservations or objections, this view seems to be supported with an emphasis usually
absent from analogous trends in Anglo-Saxon countries or France. This phenomenon
explains why the great impetuses, those that forced research in recent decades to
reconsider the unidimensional interpretations of the Enlightenment, did not
originate in Germany. However, from a psychological perspective this fact is
perfectly understandable: it stems from the traumatic experiences of National
Socialism and is in line with the desire for Enlightenment ideals to prevail in that

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country as a component of a liberal or democratic conscience capable of
underpinning a correspondingly shaped state institutional edifice. In any case, the
background of the history of ideas reinforces ex negativo the tendency to
amalgamate the historical picture of the Enlightenment with current enlightening
intentions. For even though in the 19th and 20th centuries large segments of the
laical bourgeoisie and socialists as a whole spoke about the Enlightenment in a
positively charged normative sense (even when with that term they meant
something entirely different or praised certain of its aspects), on the other hand it is
a fact that from as early as the 18th century the crystallization of the sense of
national identity in Germany — and indeed, not only in “reactionary” circles — was
repeatedly accompanied by conspicuous entrenchment against the alleged
shallowness of the Western Enlightenment spirit. This attitude survived in various
versions into the 19th century and indeed came even more strongly to the fore in
the 20th century, particularly during the First World War and of course after
Versailles, a development that manifested itself both in aestheticizing intellectual
circles and on the radical Right. It is unnecessary to demonstrate here that its impact
on scientific investigation of the Enlightenment in Germany was probably even more
fateful than that of the monodimensional normativist view.

Undoubtedly, this socio-politically fuelled discord over the nature of the
Enlightenment represents under no circumstances an exclusively German
phenomenon. Generally, debate about the Enlightenment, when it already belonged
to the past and could therefore be examined retrospectively or with the criterion of
its presumed consequences, was held in the shadow of socio-political aspirations
and needs, and indeed in the framework of the great theoretical dispute that broke
out on the occasion of the French Revolution and with a focus on its historical
background and evolutionary course. Naturally, the protagonists or advocates of the
Revolution neither understood it nor presented it as just another episode in the
usual political acquisition of power, but on the contrary as a radical political and
moral-intellectual turning point in the history of humanity; seen through this prism,
the Revolution was the practical verification of all the ideas and aspirations of the
Enlightenment. But the opponents of the Revolution too just as naturally assumed
an organic bond between it and the Enlightenment — though with the
positive/negative signs reversed: in their eyes the Revolution constituted the
abominable but inevitable result of the longstanding undermining of the estates-
based Christian values by a minority of power-thirsty intellectuals, who eventually
managed to sway the masses and — by invoking general and abstract ideals —
establish their regime of terror.

Despite the unbridgeable gap between their final assessments, both these
positions share certain substantial assumptions, which thus became common
property and for a long time sealed current views of the Enlightenment, even those
of science directly or indirectly. Firstly, the Revolution and the Enlightenment were
the subject of joint examination, i.e. the former was seen as deriving from the ideas
of the latter, which in turn helped shrink the Enlightenment to more or less those
elements which were important for the ideology of the Revolution, and paved the
way for its integrative treatment from precisely this viewpoint. But because the
Enlightenment had come to the fore with the demand to implement in practice
certain norms and values on a social level, it was inevitable — secondly — that the
quintessence of the Enlightenment would be identified in its conscious normative
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standpoint, which again meant that the self-understanding of its representatives and
supporters and the — from a negative perspective — like-mindedness of the enemies
of the Enlightenment and of the Revolution toward this self-understanding was
taken at its face value. Thirdly, the Enlightenment appeared to follow an
intellectualist direction, in the sense that its norms and values constituted
institutions of autonomous Reason, which were not (necessarily) accountable to
experience, but looked down from on high, commandingly or frivolously (depending
on the assessment), at the chaotic plurality of empirical things; the social incarnation
of this Reason and of this noesis which confidently sought to improve the world was
none other than the intellectual — from the philosopher to the militant journalist.

This conjugation of normativism and rationalism or intellectualism served as
the foundation not only for the proud confidence of many Enlightenment thinkers,
but also for the criticism leveled at them by their adversaries, especially after the
outbreak of the Revolution. Above all, the counter-revolutionary wing of
Romanticism accused the Enlightenment of fighting to uphold misguided norms and
values, precisely because it functioned with cold noesis and despised the voice of the
heart and of emotion, where man’s true nature is revealed; because only emotion
takes root in the concrete, in the world — that is — of history and of tradition which
we have an obligation to safeguard, while pure Reason is partial to abstractions that
are generalizing and ultimately alien or even hostile to man. This conservative-
Romantic criticism of the Enlightenment managed to acquire the eminence of
scientific treatment of the deeper character of the Enlightenment, purely and simply
because it presented itself as a counterbalance to the positive, but at the same time
one-dimensional, approach to the Enlightenment. Its dissemination resulted in
efforts being made to reduce the Enlightenment as a whole to the geometrical spirit
or even the Cartesian way of thinking, but above all to disregard phenomena of the
history of ideas such as the philosophy of sensation and indeed Rousseauism or the
Sturm und Drang movement, and consider them not as components of the
Enlightenment but as harbingers of the reaction against it. This Romantic approach
to and criticism of the Enlightenment appeared in many variations and its impacts
can be seen also in subsequent periods, when its social origins and social motives fell
into oblivion; which is why those ignorant of the history of ideas are today shocked
to learn that the criticisms voiced by Adorno and Horkheimer against the
Enlightenment as being the apotheosis of instrumental Reason along with all their
moral and cultural repercussions essentially constitute the disguising of this Early
Romantic-conservative approach in a neo-Romantic-progressive conceptualization
and language. But in order to understand and explain the phenomenon of this
retaining of the basic motifs of a theoretical current despite the change of normative
aspirations, we must be familiar with the long and labyrinthine adventures of paleo-
conservative criticism of capitalism and civilization in its later cross-fertilization with
analogous socialist standpoints.

The first major synthetic works on Enlightenment thinking reproduced in a
number of variations the intervening oversimplified monodimensional
interpretations. Hazard reconstituted the positive program of the Enlightenment
from the viewpoint of the criticism leveled by enlighteners against established
Christianity and thus attempted to show that this program as a whole sprang from
the demand of autonomous Reason for universality. According to his view, the
causes of the practical failure of the Enlightenment program lay in no small part in
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the disregard for sensation, a view which meant of course that the philosophy of
sensation did not belong to the Enlightenment stricto sensu. Hazard, however, made
no attempt whatsoever to explain the fact which he himself ascertained, namely that
the phenomena which in his analysis caused the crisis of the Enlightenment, more
often than not preceded the latter’s supposed peak. To this extent, the thematic and
logical ranking of the material, which sought to accentuate the impression that the
crisis of the Enlightenment was the later consequence of the awareness of its
inadequacy and imperfections, was contradictory to the historical sequence of
events, and thus elements of thought which were logically and chronologically
associated, appeared to be logically heterogeneous and chronologically distanced.
But a consistent explanation of the [substantiated] fact of the logical and
chronological connection between these elements rather than their artificial
separation would require an essentially different overall interpretation of the
Enlightenment. Similar objections can be raised with regard to the work of Cassirer
fifteen years earlier, who, following Dilthey, while not accepting the Romantic
censure regarding the ahistorical intellectualism of the Enlightenment, instead
attempts to compress the entire historical multifariousness of its ideas into what he
calls Enlightenment-type thought. This latter supposedly corresponds to the
methodical modus operandi of mathematical natural sciences, or even springs from
it, and signifies to a large extent the shaping of experience by dominant noesis, as
this is paradigmatically demonstrated in the central concept of law. From this
perspective, Kant figures as the thinker who consummated the Enlightenment, that
is, as the person who not only applied Enlightenment-type thought to the entire
spectrum of philosophical questioning, but also grounded it in the context of the
theory of knowledge, by explaining and making plausible its epistemological
necessity.

Now, Cassirer defines this type of thought, of which he considers Newton a
typical representative, in such a way that its paternity can be attributed just as easily
to Galilei for example, while in what the distinguishing difference of the
Enlightenment consists fatefully remains unspecified, as too does the special secret
behind Newton’s enormous impact in the 18th century. Moreover, the writer is not
in a position to consistently follow the interpretive thread through all the fields of
Enlightenment thinking he is investigating and demonstrate in a logically and
historically satisfactory manner the latter’s concrete physiognomy, reducing it to the
premises that he accepts. Having imposed on himself the compulsion to interpret
“the” Enlightenment as a single whole, he often implicitly overlooks writings and
facts or subjects them to a Procrustean bed. His victims are primarily materialist
trends, which Cassirer dismisses as isolated phenomena devoid of any typical
significance. This stance is of course understandable when one considers the
foundational role for the genesis and character of neo-Kantianism played by his
struggle against materialism; on the other hand, we cannot gain an objective picture
of the Enlightenment unless we are in a position to explain why materialism
programmatically came to the forefront for the first time in the history of ideas of
the Modern Era precisely in the 18th century. In a word, Cassirer tautologizes,
casting aside whatever does not agree with what he assertorically claims to be
fundamental Enlightenment-type thought, and teleologizes when he describes the
evolution of the Enlightenment with his gaze turned to its supposed consummation
by Kant’s work.
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These brief observations on two major works of the Enlightenment literature
should have made clear the substantial shortcomings of monodimensional
interpretations. The same reasons that inspired the neo-Romantic — and still
conceptually unidimensional — reckoning of Adorno and Horkheimer with the
Enlightenment also led, in general, to the questioning and reconsideration of these
interpretations. The two World Wars and the emergence of that phenomenon which
at the time was called totalitarianism and in at least some versions prevailed and
was exercised (also) in the name of what were originally Enlightenment ideals and
values, must have fuelled the feeling that the era which had emblazoned its
standards with the watchwords of Enlightenment humanism and according to its
own self-understanding was striving for their realization, had already reached its end
— and in particular: that the practical failure of efforts whose roots and beginnings
lay in the Enlightenment program, first of all on account of its scope cannot be
attributed either to coincidences or to subjectively bad intentions, but to the
fundamental positions of the Enlightenment themselves. Understandably, at first it
was the more conservative and right-liberal researchers and historians (e.g. Becker
and Crocker) who were willing to accept such hypotheses, partly considering
themselves to be guardians of the Christian-humanist legacy, and additionally having
the tendency to attribute the deviation of totalitarianism to the radicalization of
Western-liberal ideas by the godless Enlighteners. People whose personal contact
with contemporary political movements or whose own contemplation of the
paradoxical dynamic of social and ideological factors were unpleasantly surprised by
the phenomenon of the transformation of Enlightenment ideology into tangible
forms of domination also gradually distanced themselves from the Enlightenment in
similar fashion. Even so, science began to search for dark sides, inconspicuous
points, unstated prerequisites or implied, internal contradictions or historical
parallels; what was substantially new and fruitful about this attitude was the fact
that researchers were no longer so interested in classifications and periodizations,
but much more in the multi-dimensional apprehension of a [thematic] subject whose
multi-dimensional character they now recognized.

On its own of course, the reassessment of the program and of the historical
impacts of the Enlightenment in no way sufficed to piece together a scientifically
reliable overall picture of it. But there were additionally important developments in
methods for researching the history of ideas along with groundbreaking approaches
to mechanisms responsible for the shaping and operation of philosophical and
scientific theories. The more detailed study of the history of the natural sciences,
which constitutes one of the great events in the domain of the history of ideas in
recent decades and frequently resulted in the historicization or relativization of the
absolute objectivity which the so-called positive or exact sciences claimed for
themselves, inevitably led to the conclusion, for example, that Newton’s
interpretation of nature was not the result of an application of certain methods to
new natural data which took place in a historical vacuum, but on the contrary a
synthesis that among other things owed much to the tradition of Hermeticism;
besides, its enormous influence on all intellectual life in the 18th century was based,
as we now know today, on factors that had more to do with political and theological
rather than specifically natural science viewpoints. In such conditions of course,
there could no longer be any talk of a type of thinking of “the” Enlightenment, a
paradigmatic representative of which was the scientific achievement of Newton,
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particularly in view of the fact that the vast majority of Enlightenment thinkers
aspired to downgrade the purely mathematical component of Newton’s work as well
as mathematics in general, because they saw in them a resurrection of intellectualist
abstractions.

In this regard, the more thorough investigation of the history of science
offered another substantial service to the study of the Enlightenment. For it brought
to light the key importance of the development of the biological sciences for the
world of Enlightenment ideas (Roger) and thus obliged us to re-examine current
views concerning the supposed derivation of 18th century materialism from
Cartesian mechanicism; and so we necessarily proceeded to the general
ascertainment that the Enlightenment view of nature, which constituted the
theoretical basis of the struggle against the theological doctrine of the Creation, was
crystallized under conditions far different from the mechanical worldview of Galilei,
Descartes or Hobbes, with whose assistance the rationalism of the Modern Era won
its first major battle against the theretofore prevailing interpretation of the world.

The delving into the development of social sciences in the period of the
Enlightenment also brought to light information and facts which once and for all
dispelled the romantic myth concerning the ahistorical view of the supposedly
intellectualist Enlightenment which, although challenged by Dilthey at the time, still
persisted. Revised readings and/or the rediscovery of texts, such as those of the
Scottish school, this time from the viewpoint of questions raised by modern social
sciences, showed that the Enlightenment had not only left behind the old courtly
historiography but also political historiography (Hume, Gibbon) and that it managed
to establish historically founded sociology. The opening up of the historical world
with its historical roots and historical variety was undoubtedly an intellectual
achievement of the 18th century, which bore fully ripe fruit only during the next two
centuries. In turn, this finding necessarily led to the conclusion that historical
constructs which place their faith in linear progression, to which one had until that
time simplistically shrunk the historical thinking of the Enlightenment, constituted
only one side or version of the actual spectrum of historical standpoints and efforts
toward a general interpretation. Another, in no way inferior or less important, part
of the same spectrum was comprised of relativist and skepticist positions, which
were not only contrary to but very often even polemical toward the aforementioned
historical constructs. Relativism and pessimism were recognized as organic
components of the historiography of the Enlightenment (Vyverberg), and if this
phenomenon was not explained immediately or was not always explained
convincingly and with lucidity, its intimation nevertheless constituted an additional
important reason to come up with an overall picture of the Enlightenment, one
richer in hues and content.

The same need was partly generated and partly reinforced by the growing
interpenetration of the methods of the scientific branches. It was not by chance that
researchers, whose specialization was philology, contributed enormously to the
revision of one-dimensional interpretations of the Enlightenment (Dieckmann). One
characteristic of the Enlightenment itself was that it made fluid the boundaries
between philosophy, literature and science as different types of the written word
and indeed in some cases it even eliminated them. The investigation into the
Enlightenment made use of this finding by setting as one of its tasks the parallel
study of philosophical, literary and socio-scientific or natural science texts, jointly
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examining them, that is, on the basis of their common content and bringing to light
the common worldview perceptions that underlie them. In this way, the canon of the
relatively few renowned thinkers who for so long had been considered classic
representatives of the Enlightenment spirit and constituted the preferred or even
exclusive subject of scientific inquiry, was exceptionally enriched and its earlier
hierarchical composition was dissolved, at least in part; dubious or infamous works
were reassessed and understood differently, while greater knowledge of the story
behind the writing of already well known and established works dulled part of their
initial shine. The expansion of the material and the decomposition of the old canon
in turn allowed us not only to take a look at the theretofore hidden corners of
Enlightenment thought, but also to comprehend more deeply and more
penetratingly the major common loci around which this thought revolved and from
which it sought its ultimate worldview foundation, such as — for example — the
common loci of nature or happiness; the exemplary research contributions of
Ehrard and Mauzi, which address these issues, became possible precisely on the
basis of the methodological preconditions we described. A useful contribution in this
respect was made by the advanced — in the meantime — sociological investigation of
the life of the writers, of publication output, of the reading public, etc. in the 18th
century, which shed light on specific conditions and needs, under the influence of
which Enlightenment thought was crystallized in all its multifariousness.

Monodimensional interpretations of the Enlightenment are directly or
indirectly based on the conviction that the programmatic assertions of the
Enlightenment itself indeed contain the great common denominator that
encapsulates not only its determining general consideration but also the specific
positions and concepts that concretize it. And it was only natural that they should
identify this common denominator in the concept of Reason; for the Enlightenment
indeed appeared, and moreover as Enlightenment, with the aspiration of completely
casting aside Revelation and authority in favor of the autonomous act of human
Reason or at least submitting them to the rigors and ameliorating influence of
Reason. However, the programmatic (and usual) confrontation between Reason and
Revelation or authority allows us to see that the invocation of Reason on the part of
the Enlightenment has a purely polemical or negative character, which again entails
that a uniform consideration of the Enlightenment movement could only be
attempted from the viewpoint of its delineation vis-a-vis the ecclesiastical-
theological foe, even though the latter was not opposed by all Enlightenment
thinkers with the same emphasis and with the same arguments. But the polemical-
negative consensus on the invocation of Reason against Revelation and authority,
through the Enlightenment itself was not converted into positive consensus with
regard to the specific content of that same Reason; the definitions of the concept of
Reason and of the concept of nature which were proposed from time to time by
various thinkers and currents differ considerably from one another or are even
diametrically opposed, so we cannot use them to compose a positive single
definition of the Enlightenment under the auspices of Reason, even though all sides
invoke it. And when we ask for the adoption of a specific definition of the concept of
Reason and its use as a measure and yardstick, we are simply making known our
willingness to identify with the self-understanding of a certain wing of the
Enlightenment movement and to sacrifice the descriptive approach for normative
purposes.
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The shrinking of the Enlightenment to the concept of Reason entails a further
optical illusion, with particularly regrettable consequences for inquiry to date.
Invoking Reason and encouraging people to make use of it by observing its principles
and lessons, as they emanate from such use, is commonly called rationalism, and in
this sense the period of the Enlightenment was called the Age of Reason. But very
often rationalism was thrown into the same pot as intellectualism; this created
confusion between the content of Reason and its epistemological structure and it
was thought that a declaration of faith in Reason was the same thing as a declaration
of faith in noesis as the supreme and most valuable human capacity. From the
perspective of the history of ideas, this confusion originates from the old romantic-
conservative polemic against the Enlightenment and its revolutionary effects. The
criticism leveled at the Enlightenment by conservatives (romantics) was that in the
name of Reason it supported universalist norms as well as a universalist view of man,
without taking into consideration specific geographical, historical and social
conditions; so this normative universalism can spring only from that human capacity
that is less sensitive to sensory reality and tends more than all others to generate
and weave abstractions: noesis. The romantic-conservative opposition to the
content of Enlightenment Reason that was turned against Revelation and authority
was thus articulated (also) by the rejection of abstract intellectualism or by the
shrinking of Enlightenment rationalism (as the quintessence of certain positions and
norms) to intellectualism (as a form and method of thinking); in this way, the
supposed contentual/substantial mistakes of the Enlightenment were presented as a
necessary result of the erroneous form and erroneous method of its thinking. This
romantic-conservative impreciseness would not have led to a school, if the
Enlightenment thinkers had indeed not been obliged to use exclusively Universalist
and in that respect abstract assertions in order to positively define the content or
norms of Reason. From the viewpoint of the history of ideas, as we have already
observed, the Enlightenment notion of Reason is (formally) a single one only as a
polemical negative notion against Revelation and authority, while the moment we
take as a yardstick the diverse definitions assigned to its content by the various
Enlightenment currents, it appears fragmented and polysemous.

So what is required is a point of view which allows us to satisfactorily explain
the widely evidenced and nowadays acknowledged contradictory multifariousness of
Enlightenment positions, without at the same time identifying the Enlightenment
invocation of Reason, that is to say, Enlightenment rationalism, with intellectualism;
for the intellectualist shrinking of Enlightenment rationalism is incompatible with the
crucial ascertainment of the multifariousness of Enlightenment ideas. Such a point of
view can be gained only through an analysis oriented toward the process of the
reinstatement of sensibilia. Of course, the reinstatement of sensibilia is not per se a
conception or achievement of the Enlightenment, but a central position of the
rationalism of the Modern Era in general, an organic part and key phase of which is
the Enlightenment; as such it is directed against the basic understanding of ancient
and Christian metaphysics, according to which the sensory-material world is
ontologically inferior to the sphere of pure (transcendent/-al) spirit, that is, poorly
arranged, unstable, unpredictable and consequently unable to be comprehended
through purely rational means such as that sphere. In contrast, 17th century
mathematical natural science sought to prove that nature is a perfectly arranged
whole which as such is and ought to be worthy of man’s rational intellectual
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endeavor, in effect constituting its only possible or serious subject-matter. The
reinstatement of sensibilia in the Modern Era, however, is not confined solely to this
ontological (and cognitive) revaluation of the material world in its entirety; at the
same time it has a directly practical-normative dimension, since it can be translated
into the demand for an autonomous morality, which comes into conflict with the
heteronomy of Christian-ascetic way of life. The ontological and anti-ascetic
reinstatement of sensibilia is now in line — in the context of the worldview
framework of Modern Era rationalism — with the primacy of anthropology, which
replaces the primacy of theology. From the viewpoint of the ontological revaluation
of the material world, this primacy means man now chooses this world as his main
field of activity and attempts to dominate it through science and technique; of
course, in order for man to be elevated to the position of dominator, it is necessary
to cast aside the primacy of theology, to which man’s rule over God is inconceivable.
From the viewpoint of the reinstatement of sensibilia in the anti-ascetic sense of the
term, the primacy of anthropology moreover means that man becomes increasingly
seen as a physical being, whose spirit or soul is rooted in its biological substratum
and in addition is (jointly) determined by external sensory factors. The antithesis
between the view that man rules nature (including his own) and the view that man is
nature, that is, the antithesis between normative and causal, essentially determined
the character and course of rationalism in the Modern Era in general.

With the Enlightenment, the reinstatement of sensibilia reaches a
theretofore unknown and inconceivable climax. On the natural science-cosmological
level the self-movement of matter is gradually recognized; on the epistemological
level empiricist or sensualistic trends largely hold sway; on the level of moral
philosophy the anti-ascetic shift becomes unmistakable and, indeed, aggressive; on
the level of social theory material factors, from geography to economy, are now
appreciated more than ever before and their shaping and operation is now
understood specifically. However, the radical forms of reinstatement of sensibilia
across the entire intellectual spectrum of the Enlightenment remain quantitatively
fairly insignificant; but their actual influence reaches much further. For the ultimate
ontological and moral-philosophical repercussions of a consistent reinstatement of
sensibilia at all levels resonate every moment in all philosophical camps, which act
and react precisely within the perspective of these consequences, since with their
theoretical reason they promote the reinstatement of sensibilia in a manner and
form that is in accord with their each time ontological and normative fundamental
decision. If the unity of the Enlightenment is based on its general undertaking to
reinstate sensibilia in one way or another on all the above levels in opposition to the
priorities of theological metaphysics, the multifariousness of its content springs from
the plethora of its different standpoints on the question of how and to what extent
this should take place.

We shall comprehend why this question took on such an urgent character
especially in the 18th century and understandably elicited an abundance of answers,
if we consider the function of the concept of spirit in the earlier philosophical and
(theological) tradition — a function that was for the first time challenged so strongly
and so en masse in the era of the Enlightenment. For the spirit was not only the
highest stratum of Being, it was at the same time conveyor and guarantor of the
Normative — both as God who as ens realissimum was simultaneously the
quintessence of all norms, but also as the human mind that was recognized as having
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the competence and capacity to tame man’s sensory dimension and shackle it
according to normative dictates. At a time when God was not yet dead, it was only
natural that the undermining of the spirit by the reinstatement — let alone the
ontological autonomization — of sensibilia, would be seen as undermining in general
the normative and moral element. This impression could have been less irksome to
the vast majority of Enlightenment thinkers who were influenced by it, if it did not
place an effective weapon at the disposal of the theological adversary, who of course
presented the severance from the traditional hierarchy of values as nihilistic
severance from every value. In the specific conditions of the 18th century, practically
all factions of the Enlightenment were obliged to ward off the suspicion of atheism
or of nihilism, if they wanted to be positively received in society. So the struggle
within the ranks of the Enlightenment concerning the form and extent of the
reinstatement of sensibilia at the same time constituted a dispute about the best
strategy and tactics for vanquishing or at least neutralizing the theological adversary.

The multifariousness of the Enlightenment, which owes its origin and motives
to these factors, ranges from positions that make greater or smaller concessions to
intellectualism in order to better secure the spirit as conveyor of the Normative, to
outright nihilism, that is, to consistent axiological relativism and a farewell not only
to theological norms but also to all normative and axiological thought. Beginning
with this ascertainment — and given our insistence against monodimensional
interpretations that always emanate directly or indirectly from a normativist
conception of the Enlightenment — we must at this point make a two-fold distinction.
First, we must distinguish between the Enlightenment in the sense of intellectual
currents that seek to replace the theological interpretation with an as far as possible
secular and immanent interpretation of the world, and the Enlightenment in the
sense of certain norms and values put forward not only against theology but also
against the skepticism and nihilism which spring from within the ranks of the
Enlightenment itself; because a declaration of faith in an immanent interpretation of
the world does not necessarily entail a declaration of faith in a certain set of values,
unless we take the concept of nature or of man in a normative sense, as did the
great majority of Enlightenment thinkers.

On the other hand, we must also distinguish between the Enlightenment in
this dual sense and its era. Everything that took place in intellectual Europe from the
latter third of the 17th century to around 1789 was not all Enlightenment, quite the
opposite in fact: there was much directed against the Enlightenment, and there was
much that was merely an insouciant continuation of the thought of centuries-old
intellectual traditions or even habits. The Enlightenment unfolded in the framework
of its era and under conditions dictated by it; but there again, whatever we call
Enlightenment era would not have been what it was without the birth and impact of
the Enlightenment. We see this, for example, in the influence of Enlightenment ideas
on attempts at reform in the field of theology; because not only was the (main)
current of the Enlightenment forced to reckon with the theological adversary,
theology itself could no longer cope without a (negative, guarded or positive) stance
on the Enlightenment.

If we look at this enormous —in terms of forms and content — wealth of hues
which characterizes all these levels, then talk of the multifariousness of the
Enlightenment takes on its specific meaning, irrespective of the distinction between
its separate main notions. However, we may retain the ascertainment that the
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intellectually more relaxed yet quantitatively far superior and moreover more
popular main trend of the Enlightenment had an empiricist orientation, while trying
at the same time to safeguard its spirit and main ontological forms (namely those of
God and of human Reason) in each different measure and interpretation; its
adherents hoped they would thereby shake off the suspicion of nihilism — not only
because they themselves were acting in the name of values and norms and it was
understandable they should renounce nihilism out of true conviction, but also
because the latter was tactically necessary in their struggle against the theological
adversary. At one end of the spectrum of Enlightenment ideas, where this main
current is predominant, we encounter intellectualist trends which of course did not
aim to defend intellectualism in the sense of the old ontology, but strove on the
basis of worldview perspectives of the Modern Era to found the autonomy of the
human spirit beyond all sensory experience and despite the indispensability of the
latter; from a moral-philosophical perspective, the goal was to turn this autonomy of
noesis and of Reason into a morality without a utilitarian, and ultimately therefore
without a relativist character.

At the other end of the spectrum are the different variations of materialism
which, although from a quantitative viewpoint carry as little weight as the
intellectualist trends, are by no means absurdities, as Cassirer maintained. For they
reveal (above all with their nihilistic evolution in La Mettrie and de Sade) the
ultimate ontological and moral-philosophical consequences of precisely that
emphatic reinstatement of sensibilia, in which the main current of the
Enlightenment too saw its fundamental cosmo-theoretical beginning but at the same
time its most powerful worldview weapon. On the other hand, it should be stressed
that materialism also can be seen as the consummation or philosophically necessary
outcome of the Enlightenment just as little as, for example, Kantianism. It
constitutes one of the many logically legitimate positions held by actual or potential
supporters, which originated from the primarily anti-theological orientation of
Modern Era rationalism in general and of the Enlightenment more specifically — that
is, from the reinstatement of sensibilia in the two-fold sense we described.

The multi-dimensional understanding of the Enlightenment in the framework
of the reinstatement of sensibilia moreover enables us to avoid the old and still
widespread confusion between Enlightenment rationalism and intellectualism as well
as the erroneous confrontations (e.g. Rousseau against the Enlightenment) and
periodizations arising therefrom. The Enlightenment reinstatement of sensibilia came
to the forefront as antithesis not only with what was considered scholastic
intellectualism, but also with Cartesian mathematicism and deductivism; in the
simultaneous struggle against the intellectualism of scholastic syllogism and
mathematics of the 18th century, both the empiricist-experimental field of natural
science and the biological and historical sciences were revaluated. At the same time,
the empiricist theory of knowledge with its genetic approach did away with the
traditional notion of pure noesis, so that Reason was no longer regarded as the
paramount component of a — from the outset — fixed stratification of the psyche, but
as the highest evolutionary step of a spirit that is gradually created and is always
dependent on the senses. Despite this, the anti-intellectualist — in its general
orientation — Enlightenment could without much thought regard itself as rational,
because it didn’t make its own concept of Reason dependent on the ontological
regime of noesis, but rather associated it with certain content from which directly
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normative consequences emanated. “I behave rationally” meant, in the contemporary
language of the Enlightenment, “I live in accord with nature” —i.e. with precepts that
are inherent in (human) nature and have not been dictated by some Revelation or
authority.

Just as nature as a polemical concept was directed against the supernatural,
so too the declaration of faith in Reason was tantamount to rejection of the
heteronomy of human action by supernaturalistic teachings. And just as nature
contained sensibilia in all their dimensions, without ceasing to require rational
behavior because of this, so too human Reason encompassed all of man’s existence;
it wasn’t based solely in noesis, but was rooted in much deeper strata and had to
guide man with the safety of natural instinct, under at least normal or ideal
conditions. It is precisely this conviction that forms the great common denominator
of the other currents of the Enlightenment and of the philosophy of sensation or of
Rousseauism, which were often treated as a revolt against the Enlightenment, as
forerunners of Romanticism, etc. Because the philosophy of sensation proclaimed
precisely the rooting of the morally-normatively understood rational element in
(human) nature, while if it accused its opponents of intellectualism it did so purely
and simply because within the ranks of the Enlightenment intellectualism was
generally perceived as censure. And conversely: no adversary of the philosophy of
sensation or of Rousseauism was suspicious of these currents as being intellectualist
in the later disparaging sense of the term, although many questioned whether the
Enlightenment program would be capable of reconciling nature and civilization in
accordance with the prerequisites of the philosophy of sensation. The organic
connection between the philosophy of sensation and the Enlightenment as
Enlightenment is demonstrated by the simple facts that the former unfolded at the
same time as the Enlightenment movement and that one of its representatives,
Shaftesbury, was among those 18th century writers with the greatest popularity and
influence; as for Rousseau, he appeared at a time when numerous classic works of
Enlightenment thought had not yet been published. So, on the basis of chronological
data it would seem impermissible for us to speak of an era dominated by dry
Enlightenment rationalism, which was supposedly followed by an era of sensation as
a protest against it.

The reinstatement of sensibilia sparked the conflict between the causal and
the normative element. Logically this conflict could have been resolved, indeed
either by eliminating the normative (as the nihilists did) or by in principle separating
is from OQught and sensibilia from Reason (the path followed by Kant). But the main
current of the Enlightenment could not and did not wish to accept either of these
two consistent solutions, for without the normative element it would not have the
means to support its claim to lead society, while the dualism would not only result in
the resurrection of intellectualism, it would additionally render obsolete as a source
of norms also (human) nature, which had just been rediscovered, and could thus
have made possible or even necessary a new recourse to the supernatural for the
grounding of morality. But if acceptance and defense of the normative element (as
defined by the Enlightenment) was absolutely necessary in the struggle against the
theological adversary and the morality or social organization which it supported,
abandoning in the same struggle the causal explanation of phenomena of nature and
society was equally impossible; because, of course, whoever sought to investigate
and apply the laws of causality did so with the intention of rendering impossible or
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superfluous the arbitrary and unforeseeable interventions of God in the cosmic
becoming. The structure of the — predominant in the Enlightenment — concept of
nature, which has a causal and a normative side, illustrates this twofold necessity in
the thinking of the main current of the Enlightenment. However, the entanglement
of Is and Ought or causal and normative element could not be considered a fait
accompli, but was construed either as an ontological starting point and possibility or
as a demand whose future fulfillment appeared to be secured precisely because of
the “nature of things”; at any rate, whatever prevailed hic et nunc was a “bad”
reality, that is to say, there was a gulf between Is and Ought which had to be
transcended.

This being the case and depending on the specific situation and polemical
needs at any one time, sometimes the causal and at other times the normative
version would come to the fore, something that spawned new contradictions and
new strategies to reconcile them. This became clear in the field of moral philosophy,
where the position concerning man as a natural being was emphatically supported in
order to refute the teaching of original sin and at the same time bolster the anti-
ascetic character of Enlightenment morality, but this undertaking entailed the risk
that along with once predominant and above simple nature noesis, free will too
would sink and therefore also man’s moral self-determination; for this reason,
attempts to ground morality in the concept of self-love (as understood by the
Enlightenment) and in this way bridge the natural and the rational element in man,
remained problematic from a logical aspect, constantly toing and froing between the
two horns of this dilemma. But also in the field of the philosophy of history, the clash
between the causal and the normative element made its presence felt as antithesis
between the ascertainment that the morals, laws and norms of each people and
culture are dependent on material conditions and consequently their validity is
relative, and the expectation that — inspired by universal values — we can indeed
influence these norms, or even unite them at the end of historical evolution. The
ceaseless back and forth between the causal and the normative element under the
pressure of the cosmo-theoretically (ideologically) urgent reinstatement of sensibilia
constitutes an additional important reason for the multifariousness of the content of
the Enlightenment and the inadequacy of its monodimensional interpretations.

In the perspective we have thus opened up, a reassessment of the relations
between the Enlightenment and the Revolution is necessary. Both the revolutionary
and the counter-revolutionary side were in the habit of inferring from a hypostatized
and monodimensional view of the Enlightenment an equally hypostatized and
unidimensional Revolution, as if “the” Revolution constituted a more or less faithful
implementation of the program of “the” Enlightenment. In reality, the Revolution
constitutes an equally multilayered and multifarious event as the Enlightenment
itself, and there is no common component of Enlightenment ideas which coincides
with the common component of the social content and program of the Revolution;
whatever history has to show are simply some more or less stable crossings of
certain Enlightenment ideas and of certain revolutionary currents — crossings which
in any case were not in advance given as quasi programmatic standpoints, but were
first formed during the course of the Revolution by various detours. The view that
the Revolution was bourgeois because judging from its social outcome it benefited
the bourgeoisie, is grounded in an ultimately teleological view of social processes
and cannot explain either the elemental movement of farmers, on account of which
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the bourgeoisie was forced to share its victory in France with the farmers, or the
utterly inconceivable — prior to 1789 — political forms that succeeded the ancien
regime and violently crushed it.

If the socio-political views of the bourgeois wing of the Enlightenment were
correct, then the Revolution would probably have been completed on the night of 4
August 1789, since there was no place in them for a Robespierre, a Babeuf or a
Napoleon. In toto the Enlightenment in turn had as little to do with the bourgeoisie
as the Revolution itself did, and it can be shown that the most radical, i.e. the most
materialistic forms it took on, were extremely suspect among the great mass of the
bourgeoisie and their like-minded “philosophes” and that they rejected them for
reasons not only of principle but also tactics; while in the campaign against the
nihilist materialists, the normatively disposed materialists also took part both eagerly
and officially. If we keep in mind the heterogeneous overall picture we have
described, we must conclude that during the revolutionary period, fairly selective
use was made of Enlightenment ideas also in those interpretations dictated by the
each time conditions of the struggle and the each time aspirations of the
interpreters. The multifariousness of the Enlightenment was crossed with the
multifariousness of the Revolution; but what was decisive for developments here
was not the logic of texts and ideas, but the logic of the struggle.

The multi-dimensional interpretation that revolves around the axis of the
main concern of the Enlightenment, namely the reinstatement of sensibilia, enables
us lastly to apprehend objectively and in all their breadth the long-term impacts of
the Enlightenment in the history of ideas. The reinstatement of sensibilia was
accomplished through the abolition initially of noesis and subsequently (of the
autonomy) of the spirit in general, and this was again recorded in the primacy of will
and praxis over thought and theory as expressed by Marx, Nietzsche, Freud, the
pragmatists et al., each time in a different way. The concept of ideology as “false”
consciousness could be shaped only on the basis of the Enlightenment view
concerning material overdetermination and the practical-instrumental orientation of
the human spirit, while the discovery of civilization as a whole by Enlightenment
historiography and sociology paved the way for contemporary social and historical
science. As is known, the consequence of all this was the sweeping aside of the
problem of truth in its [the problem’s] absolute form and at the same time the
exacerbation of the typical Enlightenment conflict between causal and normative;
above all, it was inevitable that attempts to ground the theory of values and of moral
philosophy would incur the consequences, since they were obliged to constantly
navigate between the Scylla of an increasingly hollow idealism and the Charybdis of
an increasingly pressing and unbearable relativism.

Of course, an analysis of the Enlightenment’s legacy in the field of the history
of ideas in this light should not only go beyond the legend of the intellectualist
Enlightenment, but also the normative take on the Enlightenment which shrinks the
Enlightenment to normative-emancipatory positions. It appears unlikely, however,
that the normative curtailments of the Enlightenment will cease in the future to
predominate on the broader stage, irrespective of what currently promotes scientific
investigation. And this is because there is a large number of philosophers and
intellectuals who understand and project their own normative and axiological
thinking as the continuation of a unidimensionally interpreted Enlightenment, which
they usually invoke as the ultimate legitimization of their undertaking, while their
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opponents simply reverse the plus and minus signs. The discord concerning the
character and consequences of the Enlightenment will therefore continue. By its
nature, philosophical thought is no less political and polemical than political thought.
And just like the Enlightenment itself, so too its interpretation must inevitably unfold
under the constellation of politics and polemics.
